{What follows are two game reviews by our Sci-Fi Games Editor, Faul Noble.)

Stellar Force

This game is a combination of Stellar Conguest and Star rorce, two of
the finest games in the field of sclence fiction. The game is played on the
Star Force map, and all of the Star force rules for movement are applied.
The population and production proceedures are basically the same as those
in Stellar Conguest with a few minor changes.

. The Technical Sequence is changed from the Stellar Conguest rules only
minutely, however the Weapons System Sequence is changed drastically. First
off, there is only one type of ship available for purchase, and that is the
tele-ship, as used in regular Star force. Star Gates are also used in this
variation along with a doomsday weapon which allows a player to destroy his
¢ntire star system and all ships therein.

. Une thing 1 am seriously thinking about incorporating into this game
is an open-ended method of determining ship strength. By using this method
a player can make a vessel any size he wishes, depending soclely on how much
he is willing to spend. An example of this would be Player A spends 15 IUs
to build a tele-ship, therefore its attack strength is 15. As you can see,
this allows for immense diversity in individual fleets (see Galactic Con-
uest, below.).

The set-up for this game is determined as follows: Each player is given
a specific hex and level, since this is actually a 3-D mapboard, in which to
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start. This is determined by using the randomizer chits supplied with the
Star Force game; therefore, no one knows where the other players begin and
vice-versa. All movement is completely hidden. However, each player is
given a scan of all hexes within two spaces of all of his ships.

There is diplomacy in this game, but no player may contact another
player until after they have discovered each other. At that time I would
give them each the name and address of the other. There would be press al-
lowed since this can be attributed to stray communications beamed out into
space, and it is perfeetly acceptable for a player to reveal his position
through the use of the press release.

The game is a six player version and will be based on the victory con«
ditions as outlined in Stellar Conguest. I'm still attempting to work out
all the bugs and determine a time length, but I would like to know if any- -
one would be interested in playing and if anyone has any additional ideas »
they would like to add. Your comments will be welcomed and apprecisted.

Galactic Congquest

Galactic Conguegt is a game of space exploration, colonization, and
interstellar warfare. It is very similar to Stellar Conguest, though it is
played on a much larger scale.

The mapboard is made from graph paper, and the composition of the gal-
axy is determined by the gamemaster and random drawings. In this way, no
two games are alike and no player knows where there are stars without using
a scanner system implemented into the game system. The entire galaxy (or
section thereof) consists of thirty-six sheets of graph paper, any one of
which a player could begin in.

There are rules for colonizing, increasing technology, and building
ships similar to those in Stellar Conguest but with a few intriguing dif-
ferences. Each player's technology is built in levels, and all movement is
tied directly into one's tech. level (i.e., Flayer A has a Tech. level of
5, and therefore all his ships have a movement of 5}. Moreover, a ship can
be any size, depending on how much you wish to spend. If you want to spend
50 RPs on one ship, then the combat strength of that ship is 50 (1 RF 1is
equal to 1 IU in Stellar Conguest).

Also included in this game 1s the possibility of exploring a planet
already inhabited by an alien race, in which case a chart is used to deter-
mine if that race.is hostile or not. If the aliens prove to be hostile, you
must either eliminate them or give up the hope of colonizing that system.

One thing that is totally different from Stellar Conguest is that in
Galactic Conquest diplomacy and inter-player commuriication 1s allowed, even
though no one knows where the other players are unless they bump into each
other or inform the others as to their whereabouts.
