Irnformed sources here have neither confirmed or denied reports
thatl Russian Foreign Minister due tomorrow. Increasing divlo—
matic activity in Turopeen capitals is seen as proof of deter-
iorating international situation.

Believe? that Austrien government is to increase military spending
by almost twe million schillings. Rumours that Dreadnought type
battleships under construction in secret Adriatic naval base.

RUSSIAN FORCES ON THE MOVE!

The Swedish Government has appealed to the Tzar for
support against threatened armed aggression against itse
territory. In reply the Tzar has ordered the Saint
Petersburg fleet to sail to Sweden immediately in order
to protect the Swedish people. In & statement to the
Grand Russian Council the Minister of War today stated
that the Russian people would not stand by and see Burope
throwm into a blood bath. The move of ships to Sweden,
he said, was only a first step in the process of secur-
ing frontiers for that country. Any country threatening
Sweden in any way would feel the full weight of Russian
forces, together with the forces of her allies.

After much discussion with other interested parties, the
Minister said that the Black Sea fleet would be occupying
Rumania immediately. This would give added security to
the Russian people living in provinces bordering on the
Black Sea and would be a first step in the solution of
the Balkan Issue which has been troubling the nation

for so long.

Moving on to the note received from the Italian govern-
ment, the Minister issued a strong reply. He said that
any government which attempted to annexe any portion of
the Mediterranean would be entirely responsible for the
conseguences. The pathetic attempt to prop up a
dwindling regime by armed force is deplorable in so far
as it threatens the livelihoods of peoples in the
surrocunding areas. Any encroachment onto foreign soil
by the forces of the Italian people would be regarded
seriously in Moscow. It would display that the Italian
people were wanting war with the rest of Zurope. This
would be met by the forces of the Tzar,

At the end of his speach he gaid that the Italians
should stay in their hovels in Rome and savour the past,
since any encroachmest by them onto foreign soil would
surely mean that they have no future.

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A NOTE ON NOMENCLATURE.

The supplement will be issued to players only; however
the information it carries will be duplicated in the
next full issue of ALBION.

If necessary, a supplement will also be issued between
Spring and Autumn moves to confirm Spring retreats,

when these oceur. This irregular supplement will
operate on the same lines as the regular suprlement
(i.e. no press releases etc).
