"As most of you know, I'm relatively new to PBEM Dip and the
zine scene. I haven™t read many and I sub to only three. I think
that part of the problem of low poll counts is simply that there
are few people in the hobby who have the rescwces, time or
maney, to follow more than a few Cines on a regular basis. How
can I vote far the "best five® zines when I only get three? The
answer is that, unless I vote only for the ones I get and one or
two others that "sound good™, 1 can’t. Feriod. This has kept me
from voting in the Leeder Poll, the Marco Foll, or the EMinent
Awvwards — I simply can not cast a valid ballot based on the number
of zines I get — I do not feel qualified to do so. And I suspect
that I am not alone. Lack aof publicity canmn not account for 1low
poll counts, more than 37 people knew about Mike' s awards. Mo
can apathy be considered more tham only a contributing factor., if
yvour that apathetic your probably not involved in something as

Except for subbing swbbss to a whole slew of zines, {(and how
many are enough?), I see no way to cast a valid ballot, or to
increase polling participation. EBut,., rather than end on that
negative note, I°d like to hazard a possible suggestion.

Let’s suppose we do get a hobby—-wide poll going, along the
lines that Steve mentioned last timei ({(Langley in his last isssue
talking abeout picking up the Leeder poll)) why not divide it into
two parts, a *primary” and a "final®™? (I hear the cry {fom the
rabble, "What? Is he insane?" Well, maybe I am, but 1711 continue
anyway.) It could work something like this: A date is set early
in the vyear for the primarvy. Evervbody votes pretty much the way
they do now. Say the primary is in August. Then, rather than
list the five or ten zines that finished strongest as winners,
they are put on a final poll to be voted on three or four months
later.

In the primary, those rines with the largest regular

following would probably do gquite well. That is as it should bes
if a zine has a good sub-list it means that someone is doing
something right. By allowing a three or fouwr month interim
between the primary and the final, pecople whe do not normally sub
to the primary—winning zines would have a chance to do =o. Some
pubbers might even offer a short sub (3 issues/2.00) specifically
for this purpose. Thus, most people. or at least more people than

we have now, would be able to vote in a valid manner. Not only
that, but rather than having 100 people vote for fa 30 zines, a
*final’ poll would hopefully have the same number of voters voting
for only five or ten zines.
