Last vear at this time I wwote an article on
my First wvear in the hobbyv. The article was, onn looking back,
intercesting but poorly wittern and put together. I think I have
learned & great desl since then, especially in expressing myself
in print.

remember sending out samples of that issue #1323 to several people
in England and recieving back some sharp, but helpful and honest
criticism as Ffar as the layv—out, style and general form of ANMDUIN.
At the time I was mildly shocked but I7'm now grateful to them as 1
think that 1 took thelr criticism to heart and really worked to
improve AaNDUIN. Ard I really do believe that ANDUIN has improved
vastly since then, and., the great thing is, I s£till have room to
get much omach better 14 I try. Ferhaps the computer has plaved an
important part in Anduin’'s appearence, but I think that even more
importantly was my attitude towards the "zine. I"'m witing this
articlie, for instance as & rough dratt first, That was one of the
suggecstions I recieved. .. A feuw issues later, 1 asked for some
fesdhack concerning the zine (editing, format, etc.d). This helped
mex a great deal and eventually led me to realize that I should put
aut the kind of zine that I want to, and those who 1ike 1t will .
