AUSTRIA JOINS ITALY ON ATTACK OF GERMANY

Vienna—--A meeting took place on September
26, 1615 in the town of Lvov in Fastern
Gallcia. Seen at the meeting were Russians,
Italians, and Austrians. After the meeting
the Italians and Austrians held a news
conference. At the news conference they
told the newsmen about thelr treaty to
attack the land-hungry Germans and prevent
‘the German take over of France. When asked
where the Nussians had gone, the newsmen
were asked, What Russians?’ The main
agreement reached was a unified attack on
Germany without any real promise of Russian
aidl The Italiang promised to take Munich
and Austria promised to take Silesia.
~Unconfirmed gources stated that they were
hoping a Russian unit would take Prussia.
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ENGLAND INVADES RUSSIA

London(WASPS ) ~First Lord of the Admiralty,
Sir Winston Churchill, in explaining Lng-
land's moves stated the following: 'The
recent events in St. Petersburg make it
gelf-evident that the Imperial Government
no longer controls Hussia's two northern
fleets. In view of the growing anarchy--
which last Spring attempted to rcach out
and embrace Norway, Lngland has concluded
that & most serious situation has arisen.
His Majesty's Government has concluded that
only the total elimination of the Bolshevik
fleets can prevent a Bolshevik attack in
Scandanavia. At the same time, I must inform
the House that last Spring's attack from
Norway was designed to help the Czar and
hig family escape. Unfortunately, our
valiant effort failed and the Imperial
family is now being. held incommunicado in
the Winter Palace.' As for France, well
Englond must awalt developments there.”

ITALY TAKES MUNICH|
TURMOIL TN SPAIN .

Madrid(SPIC)---Oct. 31, Prime Minister Dato-
made his first annual State of the Republic
address to the Parliament here yestcerday,
and the outlook for Upain as he painted it
was much in doubt,.

In the plus column were the liberties
granted Spaln by her ‘parent and protector?
Prancc. Consequently, the military reverses
of the PFrench could only be considered a
threat of the highest order. Dato assured
the assombly that reports of monarchist
riots in the southern provinces werc merely
TUMors.

In a separate spcech to the Parliamcent
today, the Spanish Council of Nations dele-
gatc, Zarco lMorcno, looking rather shccpish,
stammerced through what was dubbed as an
"ungatisfactory explanation” of Spain's
political demise in the Council. ¥Any
nation, he sald, "which simultancously
denounces all warfarec and cconomically
supports an aggressing power is politically
indefeonsible.”

In comparison, bulletins from Austerwatz,
Bavario describe Alfonso XITI, cxiled King,
“in ecstasy.” He claims the Council of
Nations defeat was the work of his agents,
and on rcceiving ncws of the German victory
in the west; he stated that he would now
"pack his bags.®

In reaction
the Sultan was forced to call upon aig still
loyal military and disbanded the mob by
sending in Royal Guardsmen armed with clubs
and sabers. It is reported many were slain
with no numbers being available because of
government censorship.

SWLEDLE LOSLS STOCKHOLM

Stockholm (SINS) ~-Subscribers to this
Egﬁfhalistio effort are notorious seekers

of truti. herefore, SINS cannot permit the
despicable lies concerning the loss of the

heavy cruiser Stockholm, as reported by
the Turkish press to go unchallenged.

True, the Stockholm was lost and the
Cruiser Goteborg was badly damaged. Also
true, many Swedish nationals died; 472 naval
personnel and 230 civiliens including women
and children. WNot the ridiculous figure
reported by the Turks!

The two ships sailed through the Ottoman
fleet in the Aegesn and the one gtationed
in and about the harbor at Umyrna. after
docking and replenishing stores, at exor-
hitont prices, the civilians were allowed to
embark. As the lines were cast off, the
treacherous Turks opened fire on the crulsers.
Hearly every ship in the anchored fleel was
firing ot the hopelessly out-numbered ships.
As 1s well known, the Turkich fire was very
poor. Their shells consistently overghot
thelr target and landed alony the dock areas
many fires were started and several large
exnloaions occurred. (Reports received hy
oIlis in Cairo indicate that as many as 1100
casualties were caused by Turkish fire)

Ag the Stockholm and the Goteborg sped
for the safety of the open sea, several
Ottoman destroyers of the Amier class
dashed in to block their escape. UThe
Stockholm sank two with here elght inch guns
and rammed the third, cutting it in half.

The three metcr gash in the bow (apparent«
ly referred to in the Turkish account) caused
the Stockholm to list badly. Once the
crulser stopped, Ottoman accuracy improved
slightly. The Goteborg continued to elude
the Turkish fire and halted her flight
20,000 meters outside the harbor mouth and
turned on her attackers. The Ottoman fleet
was thus caught betwecen the two awulsers.
The Swedish Cruisers continued to fight
until the Stockholm exploded and sank. The
Ottomun Fleet pursued the lone cruiser south
into the Dagtern HMediterranean where they
gbuandoned tho chase. The Goteborg limped
into Cairo wherc she is now beiag rcefitted.
FIRSE SHIPS OF Tills SWISS NaVY 1,UNCHED
Sardinia—-Swics Naval Commend were guoted
today as having completed the first stage
of building vwitzerland's first nawy. The
William Tell, Bern, and Alps battlowagons

were alrcady at sca on training maneuvers.
Meanwhile, 1t was reported that two un-named
heavy cruisers, #1 and #2 werc off on a Irip
to Hgypt to rondevous with Swedigh cruiger
the Goteborg. Government officials in
Bern werc elated at the rapid progress.

Liechtenstein(LISP-~Liechtenstein Internal
Socialist Press)-—Prince Frankenbeer's
capitalistic government was forceably de--
posed by the people of Liechenstein. The
revolutionary crowd (some officials number
it as high as 53) stormed the Snow Palace
late last night; the Prince barely escaped
with his life and was last seen heading
towards the Swiss frontier,

The reasons given for the revolution are
mainly nationalistic ones and the close
relationship between the Prince and Johann
Boyer may have cost him his throne. In the
past moenth the people of Liechtenstein were
forced to buy Swiss watches and this caused
guite a commotion when it wag realized
that the watches didn't work.

In his first address to the National
Assembly, Comrade Candide gtated that,
"Liechtenstein will now move 1in a sociale
igtic direction or in any direction that
will take us as far as possible from Swit=
zerland.” Later at a news conference the
Comrade was asked what he thought Boyer's
reaction might be, “I don't know and don't
care, I do know, however, that we're sending
back all 2,347 of those watches and he can
shove them up his..."
