capital attempted to disperse the crowd.
Shots were fired, and the demcnstration
became vilent and revolutionary, The French
were attacked, public bukldings were occupied,
and looting was widespread until French
batteries in the surrounding hills commenced
shelling of the city. When the strategic
strongholds of the revolt were reduced to
rubble, the French claimed that control of
the capital had been restored, but as mnight
fell, a number of bulldings were still aflame,
and rifle shots from both sides could be
heard coming from the center of town,
Similar revolts, it is reported, were put
down in Valencia and Seville,

We
have made sure to blockade the Ttalian Navy
to the south, #or this surprising victory,
we have paid a price, gentlemen., I am sorry
to say, but we have used the island of Sardinia
as a bait to get the Italian Navy out of the
way, The brave men who have volunteered to
remain on Sardinia have sworn to fight to
the death in and around the hills of that
island, But, with our capture of Rome, we
will have shocked the Italian people into
resignation...,." the chamber was rudely
filled with noise as a messenger ran into
it towards the General, "General,” the
messenger said, “news from Rome," The
General accepted the communication and
dismissed the messenger, and he read the
letter.

An Interview by

This interview took place in Austerwatz,
Bavaria, in the spacious hunting lodge on the
Danube which was built and used by King
Lludwig II of Ravaria, The hall where T was
introduced to the King of Spain in exilé was
large, but not intimidating. The oak
paneling was dark and expensive, and the
moldings were gilded, A large fire roared

in the marble fireplace, but it was one of
those rare, German autumn daeys when the biting
cold of the air outdoors was made crisp and
clean by blue skies and crystal sunlight. The
bay windows behind the King faced on a terraced
garden descending to the Danube and the feet

of the fir and spruce covered hills beyord,

His Christian Majesty Alfonso XIII of
Aragon, Castille and Leon, was dressed in
German knickers and a Spanish, white, puff-
sleeved shirt, The 29 year old King's
boyish looks hid the alert, incisive mind
which scarcely more than 20 months ago granted
some self-regulation to the Catalonian provinces
of Spain, who's fight for equal representation
in Spanish government had been long and
fruitiess until then., The King's statuesque
English wife, Victoria FEugenie of Schleswig-
Holstein, appeared briefly to whigper in the
King's He nodded, and she quietlw :
vanished,

SPIC:  Your liajesty has been quoted speaking
of France in very cemotional terms. What is
your real opinion of that nation?
The King: With the German capture of Paris,
it becomes obvious that the French have some-
where been in error. To me, it is the French
passion for republics that causes their down-
fall., Enlightened despotism, truly, is the
most effective and most just form of govern-
ment known to man, and is far prefer -bHle to
republicanism, especially for a nation with
as little internal order as France, Thus,
France should have emulated Louis XIV ard the
diplomatic victories of Richelieu and Mazarin
rather than the violent Napoleonic excesses
that followed the Revolution and the First
Republic., (The King lauvghed.)
