I guess I owe everyone some explanation for
the first two pages of this, Aquarius, a
digruise for the zine otherwise known as
Seitenstetten., Before I continue with my
rarblin' and perhaps dull statement, I will
point out that for everyone's comvenience,
the moves of this game has, indeed, béen
printed in the usual manner and format, This
surprising feat of intellectuality is to be
found on no other page, thus meaning this very
page if I am correct,

Anyhow, let's move on with my poor attempt
to strut upon the stage as a poor player.
Okay, Aquarius (please do not be offended
with this sales pitch) is my latest fiendish
contribution to the already fiendish hobby.
This new contribution is supposed to add more
fiendish realism to the already fiendish
surrealism of this fiendish game called
Diplomacy. Besides knowing that it is a
fiendish game, we all probably want to know
what point I am going to make, Alright, my
point is that T wish to discuss more details
about Aquarius, Primarily, the facts are
that I took this weekend off for a little
relaxation and did not get around to typing
up the rules onto stencils, In fact, I don't
know why I am cutting my vacation short with
this pilece of work, I must be going crazy
and have to keep working to appease my habit,
chuckle, Nevertheless, it pleases me to be
Miendish (how many people want my mouth or
typewriter sutured?) with my words and long
sentences, Okay, okay, I'll cut it outi

The latest developments on Aguarius is
that the total gamefee for playing in the
games (Diplomacy, Council of Nations, and
a Bourse) will be $8 with an additional $2
deposit that will be returned when you have
finmished the game without dropping out. This
$2 can be deducted, however, by missing moves.
For every set of moves you miss, I will take
off ,50¢ as punishment, However, if anyone
should miss two seasons in a row, they lose
the entire $2 plus the game., They are then
replaced by a standby. I feel that I should
be this drastic in order to secure top
performance from all the players. There will
be, hopefully, seven standbys who will be
ready to take over the country they are
backing up, I will most likely add to the
houseruvles for the regular game, a rule that

would require the standbys to gubmit orders
for each season. Once the regular player
miss a season, he will have orders from the
standbys to be used if the regular player
doesn't have tentative orders or general
orders on hand, If the regular player misses
a second time and has no backup orders, then
the standby will immediately take over with
the country not missing a move. .

Before I cover the highlights of the
other two games, I will cover the press rules
for the games and for Diplomacy in particular.

For press purposes only, the first year
of the game will be 1914, This will, hope~-
fully, encourage the press releases to become
more historical in content, I have decided
that I camnot really attempt to restrict the
way the press is written, but I hope to
select players that will write along these
lines, nmaturally. All I want is a thread to
history, You can inwent characters, situations
and comedy, but try to fit it around the war
and its history, I would rather have it be
wild than boring, interesting than dull,

In order to get the best writers, I will
be holding a press release contest, There
will be a deadline that will be announced
along with the publishing of all the rules,
These rules will be distributed free to all
who have expressed an interest in this new
zine, and at a cost of .25¢ to those who
will be expressing an interest after this
has been sent out, I favor the initial
replies, arnd I feel that those who have
already responded will represent the best I
can get, Most likely, the deadline will be
in February, perhaps the 16th, On this
deadline, I will be asking for press samples,
country preferences and your $2 deposit., If
you have not been drofted te play in the
first game, your $2 will be returned and you
will be informed of your options to either
play in the second and last game, or as a
subscriber (to be explained later)., Well, to
keep my promise on column 1, I must print the
moves, So, this article will be continued
on page four.

BACK TO AQUARIUS!

If you have won a position to play in
the first game, you will be asked to fork
up the $8 gamefee. One or two other people
will be invited to also send in the $8
gamefee should two of the original seven
press winners don't want to play, Thus,
nine people will be asked to send the money
of which two will play only if two of the
other seven decide not to play. This is to
insure the begimning of the game on schedule,
At this time, I will announce the country
.assigmments (one reason why a player may not
want to play--but I am hoping someone will
want to play Austria and Germany for the

Press possibilities, I would rather run the
risk of these players getting choices such
as Austria to change their minds than have
players not happy with their country assign-
ment and thus not write much press). In
order to prevent the above situation explained
in parentheses, I will probably choose Tirst
cholces for all positiong~-~having more than
seven people interested in playing should
allow me to pick, to some extent, those with
first choices and with good press samples.

I cannot ask the players to write press
for each season by forcing them with any such
rule, That would defeat my purpose of having
lots of press, Rather, I will ask that all
players keep writing good press releases and
with some length, Agquarius is meant to be
a press zine with a wide span of activitles
with the three games intercomnected in thelr
action and play. I hope that the players
will respond to each other's press rather
than writing thelr own isolated stories. In
essence, some kind of press war is desired—-
but all in fun......i don't want poor losers.

T will now discuss the major rules on
the other o games involved in Aquarius.

Many of you are probably familiar with the
Pourse as a postal game. I will also be
using a bourse, but with the following major
changes: 1) The players of the regular
Diplomacy game will be allowed to participate,
It will be hoped that others will play in

he bourse also, 2) Flimination of a country
=i ronder [V currency valueless, but in
contrast to other bourses, surviving nations’
currencies will have some value in direct
vroportion to the number of supply centers in
thelr control at end of game., Thus, it will
be harder to win this game and not so depen-
¢ant upon having the most currency in the
winning country. 3) It is being simplified:
a, No short-selling or margin buying will be
allowed., b, Ard there will be seasonal
sessions for buying and selling~-not continu-
ously as in other bourses, This will tie

the game in with the Diplomacy game,

Those are the major changes for the Bourse.
The Council of Mations, I believe, is a new
game for the postal hobby, Although there
was no lLeague of Nations prior to World War I,
and 1t would be unrealistic to have one, I
decided to call it different and stopped
worrying about it belng unrealistic, All T
am asking is that the press be more realistic,

In brief, Council of Nations, is a
political-diplomatic game that will have not
only the seven Diplomacy powers involved,
but also representatives from all the minor
powers on the Diplomacy board, These latter
will include: Portugal, Spain, Tunis, Greece,

Serbia, Bulgaria, Rumania, Albania, Denmark,
Holland, Belgium, Norway, and Sweden. I
will be reserving Switzerland for myself.
Switzerland will not play, but it will be
used for official Aquarius news releases,

Thus, it will be hoped that we will be
able to £ill all of these minor power
positions,

The game itself is based upon the aim of
accunulating the most "prestige points” such
as piling up the most wealth in the bourse
game, A player can make points by having
C. of N, proposals either passed or defeated,
He thus "bets™ on which to pass or fazil, He
also gets to vote to pass or fail these
proposals, In order to win, he elther must
be a shrewd player or successfully form deals
with the other players in the game (which
include the seven Diplomacy players). Each
season, each player is allowed to submit a
propesal for vote. He must, however, vote
to pass his own motion and also piace a-
specified amount of "prestige points" cn it.
These proposals, of course, e for press
purposes primarily, and do not have any power
to affect the games in Aguarius. An example
would be for Albania to submit a motion to
form a Balkan Federation, or something of
that nature.

last, there will be different subscription
classes with different subscription privileges.
I haven't decided which length of subs get
what privileges, but the longer you sub as
a reader (that is, not a player in the
Diplomacy game) you get more options to play
and write press for the other two games (the
Bourse and the Council of Nations), We hope
to have seven first standbys--one for esach
country~--who will back up the regular player
so we don't have any missing moves, These
will also get to play in the Bourse and in
the Council of Nations games as one of the
minor powers and have full press privileges.
Other readers will have varying options to
play in the Bourse and the Council of Mations
as well as to write press depending upcn the
length of their subscription to Aguarius,

We want readers playing in the other games

to remain readers and players in the other
games for as long as possible concurrent
with the game of Diplomacy being played. In
effect, it could be called gamefses, but we
will £ill out the game positions with whemever
we can get--those with longer subs will get
more choices and options. Thus, this situa-
tion will allow people who want to write, but
don't have the time for playing a game of
Diplomacy, To play the Bourse or C., of H,
game will not require much letter-writing to
other players. More nows in I"~bruary.
