Of these people, seven have been selected
to play in the Diplomacy game as well as in
the other two non-dippy games. All others
have sent in their $2.00 to be a sub (one
paid four for a sub), They will be allowed
to write press as well as to participate in
either or both of the two non-dippy games.
The more we have playing in the Bourse and
Council of MNations games, the better. they
will be. As it is, we have a potential of
13 players in those games, The regular
dippy game will have its seven players, Now,
I wish to present the bookkeeping end, that
is, who owes what:

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Al players, if they still wish to play,
must pay up what they owe me byA—~ril 20, 1973,
April 20th, as a matter of fact, is our
deadline for everything with Aquarius,

Oops, before I forget, Iir. Trtek has a $4
sub, not $2. Sorry about that,

All players must not only pay up what they
owe, they will be required to send in lists
AT 50,

preference lists for both the Bourse and
Council of HNations games, If you only want
only to play one of these games, please
indicate that fact to me. Anyone without.
preference lists will be assigned by the GU,
a country that is left over,

. Any of the subbers may send in more money
if they wish to be a Diplomacy player in
case should one of the selected choose not
to play., If you are not needed, your money
will be returned. Also, I am asking for
subbers to submit preference lists for Jirst
standby for a country in the Diplomacy game,
One subber will be assigned for each country.
Others will be put into a pzol to act as
second standbys. First standbys will be
requested to give me thelr phone numbers,

I will call them collect whenever a deadline
has approached and the original player has
missed, This is being done in order to keep
the games moving smoothly. Also, being
assigned to a specific country, the first
standbys will have to maintain a close watch
on the country so that he will be able to
make the best moves for the original player.
If the original players misses twice in a
»ow, that’s it for him and you take over.
However, T will first attempt to call the
original player collect--it is-only when I
ecannot reach him, that I will call upon the
first standbys. If they are not available,
then I will call on the pool of second
So, to make it easier--I want
gveryone to give me their telephone numbers
To rehash what I want: The selected
players have to pay up and submlit their
preference list for countries. The subbers
will submit preference list for the Bourse
and C, of N, games (remember, you play the
same country in both games) as a minor power.
From everyone, I*1ll want a phone mmber to




call in case they miss sending in their
moves, This will be done only for the
Diplomacy game, However, if you wished to

be called collect when you're a subber in

one or both of the other games, just authorize
me to do it and give me your phone number,

Well, I hope that is clear enough. No one

has written about any questions on the rules,
and so I presume that there aren’t any. Yet,
T wish to make some points again about each
-of the three games, Point one is that the
Diplomacy players will be playing the major

countries in all three games while the subbers-

will play a minor country for the other two
games, Press will play an important part

in Agquarius, and regular ‘'newspaper" items
and columns will be very much appreciated.
‘The format will be that of a period newspaper,
but also, we will have some magazihe charac-
teristics in that serial stories will be
allowed,

The Diplomacy game is starting with 1914
and that will be hoped to help stimulate
press releases on an historical basis,

The Bourse game will be run every season
and price changes made from sales and pur-
chases will reflect in tho next season's
sales and purchases, This way, cveryone
knows that he can sell or buy at a particular
price, What no one will know is the changeo
of the prices for the next season, It could
happen that you could buy and then sell;
making a huge killing in the process, or the
reverse could happen; the currency becomes
valueless and your total worth plummects,

The Council of Nations game is the unique
geme in that its rules will be allowed to be
changed by a majority vote of the players in
that game. Rule changes will have to be
okayed by we, howcver, so that this doesn't
get out of hand, Other than that, there
should be plenty of politiecal back-roonm
politicking,

Agquarius is pretty much in your hands--
how good it is will be mostly up to you, I
can do a good print job, but I cannot carry
the press by myself, Ch, I'1ll contribute
here and there, but I will not start anything
if you don't., Mostly, I'1ll be a2 mean old
man, Don Rickles style, and just rip you
guys off in print. If you rip me off, maybe
I'11 print it, heh, heh, All in fun, though.

Ch yes, I have some good news for you
players in the Diplomacy game--Both Doug
Beyerlein and Richard Brooks have consented
analyze your game! This should be very
interesting since we will be able to compare
the two analyses, They will be getting this
zine free ag payment for their most generous
service, I am sure we'll all enjoy reading

about your blunders and seeling you guys
trying to fool them analysts. Also, I hope
that they will take time out to write some
press also, As a matter of fact, T think
they will try to write their anmalyses as a
form of a press rclease., What they do is
up to them, though,

We will run these games for about two or
more years before we decide whether to run
another set of them, First, we gotta know
how much space this is going to take up, It
is possible that the press will blossom into
a big, fancy press war (as I hope) as well
as a literary effort from many of the players.
We got some good writers and I expect some
really good stuffi

Besides the press, games, and analyses,

I will attempt to add some "art" to the paper
in the way of maps, pictures, funny news,
furmy advertisements, maybe a comic strip,
ctec. Thus, I hope to create a newspaper
atmosphere, but that won't be stifling to
press writers,

thing for now, April 20th is when I want
your preference lists, first standbys, phone
numbers, rest of the money, as well as any
ideas for features you may have, That weekend,
if it is possible, we'll set up who plays
what and then announce the next deadline for
Spring 1914,
