ROME: Speaking from the steps to the entrance to the Roman Catacombs,
Baron Minchausen, Foreign Minister of Italy, announced the formation

of I.P.A. (the Independent Republic of Austrians), a move intended to
wrest control of the Empire from the Hungarians and Croads, and restore
the Empire to the greater Germanic peoples ((like the Italians???))

As a first step, the Roman government has disolved the nation of Italy
in favor of the formation of a revived Holy Roman Empire.

BERLIN: After a four week deadlock the Reichstag was rocked tonight
by an announcement that Germany's two major parties: the GBDC, the

ALL's Leader, T. Pot delivered a
bombagtic speech to an empty Reichstag (the coaltion parties members
were down at the local beer garden smmpling items in the new budget)
condemning the beer makers and beer drirkers. In a Joint communique
R. Rotgut and P. Schlitz, new leaders of the coalition, announced that
eighty-~two percent of the Government's tudget would go toward carrying

In the area of foreign affairg Schlitz, who holds the Foreign
Ministry Portfolio {as well as the recipes for Germany's secret weapon-—-
instant rotgut), announced that the Reich (numberless since numbered
empires and republics, as well as reichs were old-fashioned) would
try to remain neutral in the present crisis.

Walker's Reply: T agree with your logic on the Brannan Rule, so far as
it goeg. However, Tthere are some things which cannot be reconciled
strictly by a literal reading of the Rules. Calhamer states he would




allow the Coastal Crawl. I think, therefore, we must place some sort
of interpretation ofi the word "space" in talking about movement of
units. This is what I have done, essentially, when I speak of units
"moving through each other." The move A Mun-Boh, A Boh-Mun is illegal,
we agree, FEach is ordered to move to the space occupied by the other.
Now, what does that mean? I think it means that, if we consider each
move as & flow of movement, in mid-move, the two units are crossing
the mutual borders of their provinces and "moving through each other,"
or we may say, "each has moved into the space occupied by the other."
That is, "space" is not a province, but the physical location of the
unit, Now, take the move A Bel-Hol, A Hol-Bel (C) by F North Sea.

At mid-move, the A Hol is seaborne, along the coast, but the A Bel is
now at the Belgium/Holland border. They are not moving into each
other'sspaces, because each has taken a different route. Now, the
same is true of the Coastal Crawl and (what I have affedétionately
dubbed "Walker's Folly") the Changing of the Guard. In each case,
because the units do not take the same route of moving, do not move
through each other, do not occupy each other's space. This, I think,
is the true import and meaning of the term "space"-~or &%t least, it
could be treated as meaning this.

Hmm. That ig pretty good. But I disagree. The rules state,

"If two units are ordered each to the space the other occupies,

neither may move." Realistically speaking, your interpretation is
correct. But, unfortunately, this definition is not writtem into

the rules, and is at best an inference. Furthermore, acceptance of it,
as you point out, compels one to allow the Changing of the Guard.

And I, for one, am unwilling to ever admit that the moves A Pie-Mar
and F Mar-Pie do not constitute exchanging spaces, legally speaking.

In regards legalism in construction of the rules, I would like to
quote from a letter from Jared Johnson in Grausbtark #115:

"I agree with you ((Boardman)) on the icea of a strict construction of
the rules. The main réason for this is simplicity. With a loose
construction everycne will end up playirg differently. Also, the game
in itself, is simply not realistic enough (comparing it to an actual
war) the way it is, to warrent a loose construction of the rules -on
the grounds that players should try to adapt situations that occur in
the game to the way it might actually heve been..."

Anyway, this is Jjust one more exampde of the rules needing clarification,
and I, for one, wish Allan Calhamer could be persuaded to make a few
minor additions and clarifications to the rules.

Note to John McCallum: I guess I should be shot. (MeCzllum thinks

that the principle that a convoyed attack comes from the last Ileet in
the convoy chain should be arplied only for purposes of cutting support.)
I don't agree with this at all. I think we shouls p&sh the principle

as far as we can to see if it 1s indeed consistent with the rest of

the rules, because there is an alternate interpretation which certainly
is,

Anyway, that's enough to get a lot of people excited. DNore next time,

If those excited people write, that is.
