When the machine finally returned
I had only a few minutes to type in the new deadline as it was four o'clock
and everyone was anxious to get home, so I could only get the change in
one place., I'm sorry for the confusion that this has caused.

I don't
even know fthe prices for a ngg machine, An older machine(these prices are
for a webuilt machine, which¥4Imost as good as a new machine) the #360 is
$700,00 (#54 was printed on a rebuilt #360). A slightly less fancy electrie
machine the #320 is available for $450,00. I would like to get a #360 but
thes apparently are hard to come by so it may be a while before we have our
own nachine, Raising the noney may also take a considerable amount of time,
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Arrakis has seen a considerable amount of change in the past yeaxn and
& half, 1t has gone from a one editor zine under Leeden to a five editor
zine when Kitching, Monahan, Johnston and I joined in with John. We only
?TO@QC@@ one issue (#39) as a five editor zine. The new editors sections
in #329 were not Hoo good, but I thinkwe could have, with a little practice
made an excellentt zine, but good things must come to an end and John had o
move to Calgary. Without the experienceof John we bumbled through the next
few lgsues as o four editor zine. Issue #41 was however a respectable nine-
pager, Steve Mclaughlin'g first satire "MTarzan of the Monkies™ appeared in
that lgsue, AT that time Paul was about our best writer, but he never had
time 10 develop this to its fullest, And with increased pressures from
school, he had to leave ws. Although #4% was only four pages in length, it
d1d have two articles and our first vadant Atlantica IT enclosed, That
issue also showed a change in style, we no longer typed up our own page, but
typed all the games onto the sanc stencil to reduce the wastage of space.
This uwnfortunatelycut down on comnents fronm the gn's. Issue #44 was our
first ten—pager and we had our first experience with the stencil cutter,
(remember the drawing of the Vildebeest tompedo-bomber), Oooops I'm
wrong, the first time we used it was for the front page of #40C.,
From lssues 45-53 we were a three editor zine. With issue 46 and 47
we experimented with dividing the page into two colomng, but a number of
veople protested this move so we returned to the old format., During this
period the HDA also sunfaced(Huntsville Diplomacy Association) This period
also saw a gradual increase in errors made by Kitching in the games he was
ning and a decrease in interest with diplomacy and publishing. We had
b him a number of times to get his ass into gear but we received litile
wronse from him, The climax of the matiter came on the night of the dead—
Brian called Kitching asking him fto bring his stufif for cw and hb
27 but he hung up on Brian., What you read last issue was typed right
Lter that, Ifiseemed rather blunt and cut~throated well it was as we were
both quite angry. ‘
With issue #51 Arrakis returned to the old 85x11 fommat after after
¢ finally got rid off all the 84x14paper that we had, Issues #hs 48, 50
nd from 52 on have seen the use of the electric stencil cutter for our:
ront covers and drawings. BExcept for the last page of issue #54 (which
hould have had three stencils cut for the one page le one for the two
ke
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drawings, one for the crossword and one for the typing) we have been pleased
th the results that we have been getting and plan to nake noreextensive
e of the machine in the future. Page 12 of #53 wasg a combination of an
ectric stencil and a type-on stencil which turned aut rather well.

With issue #54 Arrakis has almost turned full circle being a two editor
zine, But don't be thinking that the domino theory is at work here,
Weither Brian or I have any intentions of skipping out(unless we get ran
aver by a truck or someéething).

Ag for the future, I don't really know to tell the truth. We intend
to keep the samne format for a while at leagt, Fach iIssue will Likely
e 1imitedto ten pagesto make it under the one ounce linit, Thath would
sound rather odd in the old days when we had to grope to nmake it a ten-
pager, »Subscriptions and ganefees will remain the sane, In the futuxe
I would like to try writng articles on Diplomacy and possibly design sone
variants, now that I have a fair bit of experience in the hobby. I have
cooked up three variant which thankfully never saw print, they were:
Finlandia, Bay of Biscuits, and Newfie Diplonacy. Finlandia is the only
one that I still have a map of, the other two have long since bit the dust,
The map of Finlandia is dominated by a large island the shape of Finland
with verious territories on other islands wmost of which ave on the westemn
half of the map. The major powers have three units on the island of Finland
and two units in the other territories, which operate something like the
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colonieg in Colonia, If mnyone igs interested I will try and put the map
on & stencil and get some rulesg together,

As for long range plan%9 Armakis will remainm as a Huntsville based
zine for at leagt another couple of years. I'm in grade 11 now and will
be here until 13, I8 I do move after 13 Yo university or some-thing I
think Arrakis would move with me instead of remaining a Huntsville zine,
unless another Bunch of newbloods come along willing to carry ea the Tradm
ition of Diplomacy publlohlnﬁ in Huntsville.
