(1970 C)

Tiblis; 2 February 1902: '

Russian Imperial Naval Forces of the 3rd Imperial Navy (2nd Black Seas Fleet)
under Admiral Gorshkin today arrived in this city following the ‘discovery of a plet
by certain "unidentified" Foreign powers to use Armenian territory as a base for
operations against Russia. It is reported that the entire Armenian territory has
been occupied and plans are underway for its incorporation into the Empire.

Stockholm; 14 February 1902:

His Imperial Majesty, Nicholas TI, Autocrat of A1l the Russian, today arrived
here to attend the coronation of King Oscar I as King of Swedem. Following the
coronation ceremonies the two monarchs drove through the steeets of the city amidst
a tremendous celebration to attend a banquet in honor of the new king ‘aboerd the
Imperial yacht "Snowdrop". Following the banquet Sweden and Russla signed a per=-
petual treaty of friendship and cooperation deésigned to promote harmony and good
relations between the two states,
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Bratislava; 24 February 1902: e .

‘Rssian Army units arrived here today at the 1nvitation of the Aush-’tan govern—
ment to take up defensive positions against a possible Ttalian invasion cf the
carital of Austria.

St, Peerigrad; 24 February 1902:

Foreign Minister Prince Sykocski today delivered, on behlf of the Tsar and Gov-
errment, a state of war message to the Imperial Duma. In hils message, Sykocski
stated: "The Ttalian invasion of France and Austria, both good friends of ours,
can only be considered a flagrant act of aggression and must be punished. Therefore,
the Tsar and People of Russia have declared a state of war between our nabdion and
the state of Ttaly o Long life to the Tsar.®

St. Peerigrad; 28 April 1902:

His Imperial Majesty ammounced today that the Im'perial Family would spend the
summer in residence on Coronado Island, located in St, Peerigrad Bay. This, it is
believed, is caused by the Tsar's desire to remove himself from the presence of the
Trperial Mother-In-Law, who, it is well-known, does not swim.

- EDITORIAL

I have previocusly refrained from using these pages és a'poiitical soapbox, but
with this issue I will start to air my views publically.

Events of the past few weeks have seemed to me to indicate a change in the
attitude of the American people. A swing to the right seems to taking place, The
actions of govermments both local and national indicate a new intolerance with
reople who do not follow the wishes of the "majority”, The "Silent Majority", with
Spiro Agnew as its Un-Silent spokesmsn, has decided that President Nixonts actlons
are not to be questioned. -Dissenters, whether violent or non-violent, are to be
punished for daring to speak out apgainst the "majority" view. To criticize the
goverment is now taken as action against the principle of that govermment. Thus,
dissenters and protesters of all types are made out to be "Commies™, "revolution-
aries“ "anti-ﬁmerlcan"

This is WI'ONE. Dissent has always been a part of American life. The trouble
