Sevastopol; 1 September 1902; (Russian Tmperial News Service)

Russian Army High Command HQ amounced today that additional levies were being
called up in the Black Sea Defense Region for the defense of the homeland during
the current war. HCHQ said Marshal Viedimir Andrepopoff would serve as C-in-C of
the naw 4th Tmperisl Army. Little opposition is expected for the new calls as
Russian vietories in the Dlack Sea campaign have been spectasular & noraie is bigha

Svockholms 2 September 1902:‘

Russia's ambassador in Sweden, Count Feador Byrinskd, is revorted to have: signed
a treaty of Friendship & Alliance with a high envoy from England. Specific terms
are unineown but sources said that the Russians were very pleased with the pact and
felt it wovld preserve peace in the Secandinavian area. Following the treaty sign-
ing Xing Oscar entertainsd both delegates in the royal palace,

Russian Foreign Minister Prince Sykocskl arrived here today to meet with mem~
bers of the French govermment, OFfficially described as a "goodwill visit¥, observ-
ers noted Sykoeski -was accompanied by members of the Imperial General Staff and the
head of the French Bureau of the Foreign Ministry. - -

Moscow; 10 September 1002: :

The Kremlin was the scene of an elaborate reception tonight for departing am=
bassador Grand Duke Petr Dimitri Protopopoff, whom the Tsar has vowed to be Russials
armbassador to Italy. Peiriz high rank, the elaborateness of the send-off, attended
even by the Tsar and his closenass to the Tsar indicate Russia's desires for clese
ties with Ttaly. The Tsar told members of the Court that only close cccperaticon
between Russia and Ttaly could bring any early end to the Elack Seas War.,

Rome; 20 Septerber 1502:

Rusglals ambassador to Italy arrived here today in.the Eternal City and im-
mediately presented his credentials to the Cahinet and King at the Rcysl Palace.
This ‘evening the ambsssader will be guest of honor at a corwmand performance of
"Roris Godunov" at the Royal Operaa '

St; Peerigrad; 20 Septerber 1902: , _ ‘ L

Toreign Minister Prince Sykocski today delivered a special address to the Dura.
He said: "In light of the current difficulties in Burcpe, His Highness the Tsax
has, in consultation with the Govermment, made certain changes in our basic foreign
policies, The newest priorities a'e:

1) The defense of the Motherland and all Slavie pecples,

2) An early and just ending to the war. \ :

3) Preservation of Russial!s historic friendships with England, France, Germany,

and all other peace-loving countries.

L) The defense of Russials sea approaches.

“le were shocked by the belrarysl of owr Rumanian brothers by the Austrian ine
vasion, esperially after our forces had intervened in the Balkan Wavr on beh=lf of
‘Austria., The Avstrian aggression against a helpless ally of ours has coupelled the
Govermment, wilth ragret, to abrogate the Russo-Austrisn elliance. The warm welcome
our troons received in Galicia & Vienna indicates a popular dissetisfaction with
the current regime. Therefore, the Tsar has ordered Kussian forces io fustria to
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support a new government loyal to Emperor Franz-Josef. The Russian Govermment -
considers any forces cperating against Russian troops to be disleyal to the Emperor
and in a state of rebellion. They will be handled accordingly. The Russian Gov-
errment has no territorial ambitioms in Austria, and desires only to see the -
Emperor reinstated in his rightful place, and respect for Slavie peoples in Austria
restored.

"In llght of this the Coverrment has unilaterally withdrawn its declaration of
war against Ttaly. The Govermment has ordered the masrimma’ p0551ble cooyeratlon
between Russian and Italian forces in Itz

"As for Turkey, Russia pleges that if no hostile acts against Russian forceq or
territories occur during the first half of 1903 all Russian foreces in Turkey will
withdraw during the second half of 1903.

“"There is one enemy in Furope now = an enemy of every God-establirhed monarchy

-~ the republican~fascist regime in Austria which must be destroyed.®

Vienna; 31 Cctober 1902:

Russian occupation troops were warmly greeted here today after a parade in
which the loyalist Austrian forces and their Russian allies participated. FEmperor
Franz-Josef announced that He had signed an alliance with Russia designed to end
the Kimmel regime's rebellion,

Bucharest; 31 October 1902: ' _

- Riots, looting, and murder were reported throughout Rumania follow1ng the in-
vasion by Kimmel rebels from Austria. The small Russian advisory team has been
foreced out of the country temporarily and is regrouping in Galieia, New forces
for the liberation of Rumania are expected.

Sevastopol; 31 Cctober 1902:

Thounands of Russians paraded in the streets today demanding Russian troops
liberate Rumania from Kimmel!s rebels immediately. The marchers disbanded when
provincial authorities told them efery effort was being made to meet their wishes.

Anlcara; 1November 1902:

Russian marines arriving here on a"goodwill" visit today from Russian naval
vessels in the Black Sea were reportedly met with protests by Turks who failed to
understand their purpeose in visiting.

Vladivostok; b November 1902:

Russian Pacific Fleet is reported rushing preparations for putting to sea,
The Fleet has been ordered to the Indian Ccean following the invasion of Russia'a
ally, the Maldive Islands, by pirates,

Maldive Islands; 5 Novewmber 1902:
Pirates, who landed here last week, today proclaimed the islands a republic.
Elected Sultan Mohammed Didi Nasitir XTI has fled te Bangor,

Celumko, Cevlon; 6 Noverber 1902:

First eyewitness reports have reached here about the pirste raids on the
Fi&lcqifﬂ Iul&xdog

Two dzys ago several unidentified sailing ships entered Male harbor (Msldive
Islands) and docked opposite the Playhoy Bumy Retirement Farm. Swarms of sailors
from the ships rushed ashorzs and invaded the farm,

The entire female population was rushed aboard the waiting ships and immediately
put to sea.
