In recent weeks we've seen a flurfy'of activity within the Diplomacy press
concerning the cloudy area of rules. 5S¢ thers be no doubt as to the official

position of ATLANTIS, some of the issues warrant clarification.

1« Normally two units cannot&directly exchange'spaces. There is one wide
exception to this.rule often referred to as "Costal Crawl" in the split—coast
provinces of Spain and Bulgaria, {(St. Petersburg is excluded because a fleet
on one coast cannot move to-any of-the spaces to which a fleet on the other coast
may moves.) There are actually.only six such direct exchanges pgss}blggéall of
which are allowed by ATLANTIS: S - '
