It was a pleasure seeing your ‘revised houserules in ATLANTIS 34. My congratuy=-
lations for having the clearest houserules 'of any publishers .

While I've not checked them thoroughly -Ffor typographical errors, 1 did note
there are errors in Sample Ruling B, 'which I hope you will correct. I also note in
Sample Ruling D the move of A Vie~Bud should be underlined. [That is only because
you recelived one of the first copies to be mailed. I caught the error early, before
a1l copies were put in envelopes, 50 only about a dozen coples escaped my pon. Most
people will see that A Vie~Bud was underlined in ink in thelr copy. ]

Your policy regarding substitutes is particularly gratifying. Moves submitted
by a substitute with whom no one has. a opportunity to negotiate and which oftentimes
are not used is non-productive in running an ordeVly ganes

I would be happier if, as I do, you also refused to annihilate unordered nunits
which are dislodged. Since there are too many missed moves in most postal gawmes, The
opposing players get enough of an advantage without having their opponents' units
~annihilated.

My general feeling about houserules is maximum 51mp1101ty and clarity by keep~
ing verbiage at a minimum. Only cloudy areas in the Games Research Rulebook should
be sinzlad out for Sample Rulings. For example, Sample Rulings £ and F could u2
combingd as:

While units cannot normally exchange spaces, an exchange of units
