In EREHWON 65, Allan Calhamer whote an article dealing with the articles
and letters appearing in ATLANTIS concerning the convoy order. As I ' promised,
here is my reply to that article..

"I believe you have, in a sense, missed the point 4n replying to Tretick's -
revival of the old Shagrin Alternate Convoy business [ATLANTIS #50, ‘Pe 7o ] - The
point is,that it jis & revival. To ny knowledge, every Gamesmaster rules in apprOYn
imately. the same way you. do, although there are minor variations in whether or not
the player is required to 1ndlcate the intended route. (that is, something like
this: A Lpl-Bre. (via F iri & F Mld), FIriCa Lpl-Jxe, F Mid € A Lpl-Ere).

Buddy has a hablt, "ately, of posing rules problems which are in fact
hoary with age, and posing them #s if he has sturbled across something new and
original. Dick Shegrin propoced exactly the kind of ruling Tretick suggested, and
did so in 1967. Prom that .- polnt oy most Houae—Rules carrled a rullng which was
like yours.

The new Ru]ebook, in Rule XIT.4,; deals uith prec1se1y this situation, again
using a ruling like yours. Why Buddy should choose now to raiseé a question which
is not only old but outdated by the Rulebook of 1971, I cannot imagine.

To add to this mess, Buddy raises, in Li GUERZE VI.3, the an:ient question
of convoyed support, which Gonrat von Metzke first raised in COSTAGUANA in April
1966. Even Conrad has now abandor-d this peculiar ruling, not only becavse it is
contrary to the Rulebook, but because it is =2 Gamesmaster's nlrhtmare to adJudlcate
(see COSTAGUANA TV.7, in NUMENOR 7 SRR -

"I would like vou te correct two mistakes in the editing of my letter in
ATLANTIS #49. Although they are quite miner {(two missing asterisks and the sub-
stitution of a single character) they obzscure the meaning of what I wrote to a
disproportionate degree.

First of all, the example headed, "For example, consider:" does not ref=-
erence the preceeding paragraph, but was instead an asterisked fcoinote substan=-
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tiating my claim that Rule XII.5 had 1mp11cat10ns extendlng beyond these of
Brannan's Rule. :
"Secondly, the paragrarph preceedlng that example should read, "so..and
merely because a support is not cut by a convoyed attack does not prevent it from
being cut by the resultant dislodgement or a second attack.”" I was attempting
to draw a distinction between the cutting of a support directly by an attack, and
the indirect (because it proceeds through the intermediate mechanism of dislodge-
ment) cutting of support "by an attack" in the Miller's Rule situation. Obvious=-
1y, with "of" printed in place of Yor' the point is entirely lost.”
