"Italy is to be reminded that, even while seeﬁlhg a just sol-
ution to the Roman-Neapolitan-Tunisian question, Turkey cannot
remain. blind to the Venetian probler, IT our rightful claims oannot
be settled in a peaceful mannar," the GV concluded, "Turkey will
have no recourse but to terminate all shipment of garlic to the
Italian Periinsula."
