Silence 1s Guilt

WASHINGTON—NBC-TV performed
an enormous public service in showing
a dramatic version of “The Holocaust”
to a generation that wishes that mem-
ory would go away. That service is
being nitpicked by viewers distressed
at the need for commercial interrup-
tion; by people who might have pre-
ferred a “pure” documentary that
might have reached a fraction of the
audience; and by a minority of Jews
who still fly the battle flag of *don't
make trouble.”

The nitpicking ignores the central
question driven at least into nearly
half of America’s homes: Where the
hell was the rest of the world when
a part of the world was a Hell?

The best way to find the answer
about a previous generation’s lack of
concern is to examine the turning-
away from horror prevalent in this
generation. .

1. The Soviet slave labor camps.
A former high official of the C.ILA.

tells me that he vividly recalls a brief-

ing of several years ago showing the
extent of the Soviet slave labor pro-
gram, with a map pinpointing the
scores of camps in Eastern Europe and
throughout the U.S.S.R. This was not
guesswork: As the Soviets know, we
have high-altitude photographic sur-
veillance detailing the barracks and
work areas of each one of those camps.
Why do we tacitly condone this
alzve-labor practice by helping the
Soviets keep it a secret? None of our
intelligence-gathering  sources and
methods would be compromised by
making public the pictures and details
we know of camps and “asylums.”
Not even Soviet dissidents know as
much as we do about the logistics and
location of all the camps, The publica-
tlon of the photos and maps would
hardly contribute to the spirit of

détente, but might remind the world )

that the Soviet system has some fes-
tering sores to hide. -~ '

2. The slaughter in Uganda. Taking

the low side of the best estimates, Idi
Amin, butcher of Central Africa, has
murdered at least 150,000 tribal dissi-
dents. As a resuit, other leaders of
Africa are slightly embarrassed but
none want to say so publicly.

Does the White House, so ready to
undermine internal settlements in Rho-
desia, publicly excoriate the murder-
ing Amin and urge sanctions to help
topple him?

Hardly. A United States company,
Page Airways, seils Uganda its com-
mercial jet aircraft and helps dupply
its pilots and crews, thereby helping
build Mr. Amin's power. Who runs
Page Airways? James Wilmot of Roch-
ester, New York. Who has long been
the chiet fundraiser for House Speaker
Thomas P, O'Neili? James Wilmot,
Who has been a most signiticant con-
tributor to and fundraiser for the
campaigns of Daniel Inouye, Democrat
of Hawaii, until recently chalrman of
the intelligence committee; and a lead-
ing light on the transportation com-
mittee? James Wilmot.

The Speaker of the House—from
John F, Kennedy’s old district, one of
the most liberal in the nation—is

rarely eveh asked about his close as--

sociation with the man who helps one
of the bloodiest dictators in the world
stay in power.

3. The harassment of the Kurdish
people. The Communist-supplied gov-
ernment of Iraq has been system-
atically uprooting and destroying the

culture of the non-Arab Kurds, who

- only want a degreg of autonomy so

as to continue their civilization,

But the United States, which secret-
Iy joined with the Shah of Iran to
guarantee help to the Kurds in return
for a 1973 agreement not to revolt,
has washed its hands of the affair.
One of the men who acquiesced in the
selicut, Harold Saunders, is our newest
Asgistant Secretary of State, and will
not permit the dying leader of the
Kurds, General Barzani, to make a
personal appeal to President Carter.

4. The bloodbath in Cambodia. Tn
terms of numbers of people murdered,
this generation’s rival to Adolph Hitler

is the leader of Communist Cambodia, .

Pol Pot. A population of two million
was death-marched out of Phnom
Penh. Many of the Cambodians being
killed are of *mixed blood,” marked
for death because they are part Viet
namese, .
Where .are all the people who used
to march around with those “stop the
killing” signs? Untelevised death does
not inspire them. At- the United
Natlons, " only one ambassador—-Is-
raeli’s Chalm Herzog—speaks against
the genocide in Cambodia. The United
States Ambassador, Andrew Young,
cannot bring himself to upset third-
world colleagues by demanding inves-
tigation and condemnation of the
slaughter; to the shame of this na-
tion, he gits-silent a¢ hundreds of

-thousands of human beings die.

Therefore, ask not how a previous
generation could tolerate the murder
of six million Jews; on a smaller scale,
this generatioht is doing just dandy
along those lines, The world still sees
victims as pests, which should help
us understand why Israelis are not
ahout to let themselves become vic-
tims again,
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Fred Davis, in Bushwacker a few months ago, stated
that a personal survey nhe zowadurted himself sald he found that
there were 19 dictatorshics and 21 military juntas or something
to that effect. (I couldn't fine the specific article.) Curt
Gibson also sent me a cooy of a letter he sent to the London

But for a spectzcle of abject cowardice and indencenc
all the world has only to watch our wooing of a pack of jackals
in Africa, all the vain little despots who seized power as Euro
abandoned it. We deliberately throw away Rhodesia, a baby to t
wolves, except that we don't even have the excuse that their
walves, being merely jackais,

If you look on our actions in this matter drom a
purely "human rights'" viewpoint, nobody can say that now that
the whites will be thrown out of power, that the blacks will tr
the whites any better that the whites treat the blacks, so
where have we profited?
