(INB)~(RANS) The Russian Steamroller ground to a halt in Southeastern Eu-
rope and Asia Minor as the Turks, with the aid of Austria-Hungary, struck
back with unbelieveable force to send the Russians fleeing in all directions.
The Turkish attack on the Russian flanks in Ankera and Bulgaria resulted
in the dislodging og the Russian forces from those areas. Admiral “ulenburg
and his fleets falled to retake Constantinople in what was to become the
greatest Russlian fallure of the war. After receiving the news that both
Bulgaria and Ankara had fallen to the Turks Admiral Eulenburg sadly killed
himself. He walked over the side of the ship with a Russian Flag wrapped
around his body. The Right Reverend Chancellor Don was overjoyed at the
news, and Turkish Soldiers danced in the streets of provinces which had
been occupied by the enemy for months. Emperor Alexei was grim at the re-
port, and pledged that all war efforts in the North would cease until thz
"gadfly of Turkey" is crushed. He ordered a new staff for the Southern
frent to replace Eulenburg, and mede Tutelev, once a Vice Seamarshall,
the High Admiral of the “outhern Forces. Although the Russians invaded
Denmark at the news of the German collapse, they still have only enough
supply centers for the continuance of their present strength, "When I am
in Berlin and Xiel in the Spring," said Alexei, "then look for me to march
on Turkey. They will return to the dust from whence they came!" The out-
™\ look for the Southeastern Front of the wsr is dim, With a long hard struigle
developing there between Austria-Hungary and Turkey on one hand, and
Russia and Italy on the other.
