An entry of "12/89", for example, means that the
corresponding person is paid through 12/89, and that is the
last issue that he will receive unless the subscription is
renewed. Subbers will be notified that their subscription has
lapsed when they receive their last issue.

Finally, I am introducing a new column on the
opposite page entitied "The Briar Patch”, a forum for
discussion of important social issues. (A longer explanation
can be found in that column). I hope that this will provoke
some letter-writing among the readers out there, since I plan
to print most responses that I get.

A QUICK GUIDE TO THE HOBBY

Recently, I was asked to recommend other zines
that I thought were worth subbing to or trading for. As you
might know, there are oodles and oodles (80-90?) of zines
published in the hobby. Some are taylored to specific
audiences, such as those that offer the latest Dipdom news
flashes, discuss baseball till the cows come home, or just
offer games pure and simple. Others have no specific agenda
— they just attract whoever happens to come their way.

Below are listed a few publications that I consider
to be invaluable, and are highly recommended to get a broad
view of the PBM Diplomacy hobby as a whole. I would
suggest that anyone new to the hobby, or those that have
been around for a while, but may not have adventured any
further than the first zine of which they were mailed a
sample, to get hold of all of the following.

The Zine Register (Kenneth Peel, 8708 First Ave.
#T-2, Silver Spring, MD 20910) — The most
comprehensive guide to the zines published in the hobby.
Information on most zines is listed, including game
openings and fees, plus descriptions. The best way to get a
good idea of the competition (what I did) and where to put
your money is to comb through the zine, jot down the
addresses of a dozen or so other zines that appeal to you, and
ask for a sample of each.

Known Game Openings | Zine Directory | Lord of
Hosts (Robert Sacks, 4861 Broadway 5-V, NY, NY 10034)
— T just got the most recent (and my first) of the above,
which are separate publications that were packaged together.
The first two titles are obvious. One difference with the Zine
Directory, though, is that while fewer zines are listed, there
are comments on each by various people in the hobby. Lord
of Hosts is the zine of the Miller Number Custodian under
the Covenant, which means it concerns variants.

The North American Variant Bank Catalog (Fred
Davis, Jr., 3210-K Wheaton Way, Ellicott City, MD
21043) — Costing only $4, it is a most comprehensive
catalog of all the variants (on record) to date. In most cases,
rules and maps for any variant are available for a good price.
Again, 1 suggest ordering copies of a dozen interesting
variants. (I guarantee some will surprise and delight you!)

House of Lords (Julie Martin, 17601 Lisa Dr.,
Rockville, MD. 20855) — The best source of what's on the
tips of tongues of hobbyists, this zine has a large letter
column. Although published irregularly (probably because
of its large size), each issue contains up-to-date information
and hobby news. Not for the weak of heart!

Once Upon a Deadline (Bruce Linsey, P.O. Box
1334, Albany, NY 12201) — A 200+ page guide to
playing, GM'ing, and publishing. There are a lot of articles
by a variety of people that have participated in the hobby,
giving their opinions on strategy, rulings, distribution, etc..
It can be thought of as a kind of reference guide to the
hobby, although it is several years old. Not for the weak of
eyes!

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Since this is probably the last issue where I'll have
lots of extra space, and since I promised it in the previous
issue, following is my comprehensive analysis of the works
of Genesis, the band I credit most with influencing my taste
in rock music, eventually leading to my liking of the likes
of such diverse artists as Jethro Tull, Yes, Rush, Led
Zepplin, Anthony Phillips, Steve Hackett, and Peter
Gabriel. T hope to renew a little interest in an oft-maligned
band that calls itself Genesis...

*s From Genesis to Revelation — Their first album
released in 1969, there are the beginnings of the definitive
Genesis sound to come. Interesting, but I never play it.

sse Trespass — 1 really like this album, with Ant
Phillips on guitar, but I admit that although there are some
pretty passages, variety is lacking.

eses Nursery Cryme — The band's first really good
album, with Phil Collins and Steve Hackett (minus Ant
Phillips). "The Musical Box", "Seven Stones”, and "The
Fountain of Salmacis” are great. Peter Gabriel refines his
vocal technique.

s« Foxtrot — Contains the epic 23-minute
"Supper's Ready”, arguably their best work. Once on heavy
rotation, I rarely play the album anymore.

sese Selling England by the Pound — Classic pieces
"The Cinema Show" and "I Know What I Like" highlight
this record. The band starts breaking away from the heavy
sounds of Trespass and Foxtrot. Phil Collins sings his first
lead vocal on "More Fool Me". And they said he couldn't
sing?!

sss Genesis/Live — OK as far as live albums go.
Mike Rutherford's unaccompanied bass pedal solo is a
personal favorite.

sssse The Lamb Lies Down on Broadway —
Probably their best work, definitely so in the critical sense.
A film was in the works for this double-length concept
album about a man's strange experiences in a surreal
Manhattan, but Peter Gabriel quit to pursue a solo career,

essee A Trick of the Tail —- There's no doubt about
it: this is my favorite Genesis album. Why this is so is hard
for me to explain: it's not their best (still, it's pretty good).
Songs like "Ripples” and "Entangled" are sirong arguments
for such a case. Also, it is the first album with Phil Collins
doing all lead vocals.

see Wind and Wuthering — Although there are a
few excellent tracks, this album is pretty passive in trying
to get one's attention. I view it as a disappointment in some
sense, considering the quality of other albums in the same
time span.

e+ Seconds Out — A double-length album. Again,
OK, but nothing extraordinary.

esees _ And Then There Were Three... — One of
the band's most popular albums (especially in England). I
love the "sound” of this record, despite the sad fact that
Steve Hackett quit beforehand. Strangely, "Follow You,
Follow Me", one of their most memorable songs, doesn't
sound like the rest of the material, which might explain why

I don't particularly care for the song.

sesee Duke — The album that started it all, my first
Genesis record, nearly 1 hour in length. I can't give this
album enough praise. Artistically, it's right up there with
Lamb. "Turn It On /.gain" and "Man of Our Times" lead the
list of great tracks.

sess Abacab — With the emergence of Phil Collins'
popular solo act, the sound of the band begins changing.
"No Reply at All", an excellent song, features the hom
section from Earth, Wind, & Fire! "Man on the Comer" is
one of their best ever.

essse Three Sides Live (US version) — The live
tracks are great, especially the medley "In the Cage”, which
has been my favorite Genesis track for some time. The
fourth side is a collection of previously unreleased studio
tracks. "Evidence of Autumn” (the recent challenger to the
'favorite' throne) and "Open Door" are special songs.

sess Three Sides Live (British version) — ldentical
to the US version, except that the fourth side contains more
live material, which is good, but I prefer the US version for
reasons stated above.

ssee (Genesis — This self-named album continues
the break away from the "art rock” sound of old to the "pop
rock” sound of late. Curiously enough, I really like this
album, even "Hlegal Alien”, a romping, comical farce. The
"Home by the Sea” set has a little of that old familiar flavor,
though.

e» [nvisible Touch — Well, it was bound to
happen. Band members get older, the times change, and "art
rock” is long since dead. This album has a couple of good
tracks, but all in all, considering past efforts, it's a pale
version of that once brilliant Genesis sound that we're now
hearing.

world view that concems all populations on Earth. We have
to be more cognizant of the fact that what we do has
recriminations in all areas, for ourselves, our environment,
and likely our history.

For example, consider the global consequences of
such practices as deforestation and pollution.
