(Andy York), with 14. CANADA (Fred Chang) and MEXICO (Ron Brown) survived.

ENGLAND (Ken Marcinonis): I hsve to give much of the credit to Bill Young. I inherited
a strong position from him amd only played for a few turns. I joined with ltaly (Bo
JohnsoS against USA (Andy York), mainly because Bo offered me the most in the way of
territory and support. I also had a tough decision on attacking Bill's long-time ally
Canada (Fred Chang). In the end I decided it was in the best interest of England. I
enjoyed the game even though I played in it for just a short time.

Austria (Peter Fuchs) had been
playing one short, so his loss of Naples left him with 7 units on the board, and no
need for a removal., France (Mike McCabe) leads a charmed life, losing Mars. and Rome,
but capturing Venice and Naples to remsin at 3. Turkey (Andy York) owns the southern
half of Russia, but gained no Centers in 1912, so stands pat with 6.

the Chiefs of State and leading figures of egch of the 7 Great Pgweis of Europeli;t1ggt
wag initially compiled by Dr. John Boardman and printed in the first issue of his’
FREDONIA. It was reprinted one week later in BROBDINGNAG #1, then published by Richard
Schultz. Both 'zines came out about May, 1964. We understand that it has only been
reprinted once since that date, so we felt that it was high time to reprint it again,
We wish to thank both Walter Buchanan and John McCallum for their assistance in ob~
taining this informstion from the Hoosier Archives,

The listing of Edward VII as King of England is based on the presumption that the
Standard Game begins in Spring, 1901. Queen Victoria died on January 22, 1901, John
MeCallum has also advised me that the correct designation of the Turkish Sultan was
Abdul Hamid II. The original article showed him as Abdul Hemid I. I have also added
President Loubet's age, and made several additions to the list of Chiefs of State for
the neutral countries, Heirs to the throne have been deleted as of little interest
to the writers of press releases, who may have some ideas of their own as to who
should inherit the pcwer in their respective countries.

The names are given in the following order: Chief of State, age, and dynasty; Prime
Minister; Foreign !inister; War or Defense Minister; Navy Minister, Due to the
Ausgleich of 1866, Austria and Hungary had separate prime ministers, although a common
foreign and military policy.

ENGLAND: . King Edward VII, 59, House of Saxe-Coburg-~Gotha (later changed to VWindsar).
Prime Minister: Iarquis of Salisbury. Foreign finister: IMarquis of Lans-
downe. War: V. St. John Broderick. Navy: Earl of Selborne.

FRANCE: President Emile Loubet, 62, Premier: Waldeck-Rousseau, Foreign ilinister:
Delcasse!. War: General Andre!'; Navy: Ode Lanessan,

GERANY: Kaiser Wilhelm II, 42, Hohenzollern. Chancellor: Graf B. von Blilow,
Foreign Minister: Baron Dr. von Richtofen. War: Grgf B. von Billow (same
person as the Chancellor). Navy: Admiral von Tirpitz.

ITALY: King Vittorio-Emanuele III, 31, House of Savoy (called "Viétor-Emanuel" in
English). Premier: G. Saracco. Foreign Minister: lMarquis E. Viscounti-
Venosta, War: General Count G. Panza di San Martino. Navy: Adnmiral Morin,.
