The King was asked if his government would declare war before or after the present
plumbing nroblem is reredied, but the King only broke out in an ear-to-ear grin,
gave a sly chuckle, and refused to answer.

St. Petersburg -~ Reports eminating from here report that the Czar has been all
but dethroned. While retaining only nominal power, the Czar will be kept as a
figure-head.

The nation is now led by a cabinet of prominent Russians, but it is ex-
pected that one man will soon emerge as ruler of Russia. One of the favorites in

The

caught sight of the Barents Sma, and ever since has been suffering under the delu-
sion that he is drowning.
