This way, it is possible to advance ranidly,
in many cases, by moving into.an ally's center in the Spring and out 1n the Fall.
This rule thus adds mobility to the game and improves it immensely. # The argu-
"ment of "why don't we do it this way instead of that way" is one frequently heard,
and ong which really makes no sense. We may as well ask, in chess, why do pawns
move only forward aad not backward as well. The answer is that the rules so sti-

pulate., If you want to play with backward—mov1ng pawns, then you are in the
realm of faery chess. If you want to play with Spring capture of centers, then
you are in the realm of variant Diplomacy.
