BOLINGBROOK, Ost 19—The STAR has
learned o nfidentially that several TBA
owners, upset gt the annual Machiavelllan
tacties of Alllance owner Jack Frost, are
threatening to force sanctions against
the Screaming Eagle boss, The Bolingbrook
Blue Jays and Canaryville are the two
elubs which have been victimized by
Frost's latest installment of The Trading
Game,

The STAR has learned that Frost and
Canaryville's Bob Osuch all but made a
deal involving the movement of Ottie Ray
Pitto, Alliance guard, to Canaryviile in
exchange for forward Irwin Maimwoy. Frost
failed to mail the combract to Dsuth. Then
Bill Voigt, anguished Jay owner. cowglained
that he sent two players to Allience In
anticipation of receiving the contuuct
for his deal in the mail, The cowirast
never was mailed (if it ever were :.zned)
and Bolingbrook, delaying the playing of
some games, twiddled his thumbs while
Alljance fiddled,

Several Association owners, vhose com-
ments ranged from "it's not surprising®
to "we've got to do something about this,”
are mulling over a new trade clause which
will prove binding, However, one owner
pointed out that "the honor and personal
integrity of an owner is the paramount
principle in any deal, and the fact that
Frost makes so many deals and then umakes
them tells us something,”
