Dentist Drilled ‘Remember
Pearl Harbor’ in Japanese
General’s Dentures
By ANN BANCROFT
Associated Press Writer

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) _
Nearly lost amid the World war
IT retrospectives is a posgtwar
prank that literally had Ja-
pan’s vangquigshed military lea-
der chewing on the words:

' ‘Remember Pearl Harbor.'’

A draftee dentist drilled
the message in Morse code in-
side Gen. Hideki Tojo's den-
tures while the general was
imprisoned in occupied Japan.
The dots and dashes remained
for three months before the
secret got out and they had to
be removed.

"'It wasn't anything done
in anger,’’ recalled E.J.
‘‘“Jack’’' Mallory, who made
full upper and lower dentures
for Tojo in 19%46. ‘*It’s just
that not many people had the
chance to get those words into
his mouth.’’

Tojo, who had approved the
surprise attack that drew the
United States into the war,
asked for the dentures so he
could speak better at his war
crimes trial. He was convicted
and executed in 1948.

Mallory, then 22, knew that
writing out the words ' ‘Remem-
ber Pearl Harbor’'’ could get
him court martialed. An ama-
teur radio operator, he decid-
ed to inscribe the letters in
Morse code instead.

Also in on the secret was
George Foster, who died in
1990. He was assigned to pro-
vide dental services at Sugama
Prison near Tokyoc, where he
extracted Tojo’s teeth and
sought Mallory’s help in mak-
ing the dentures.

‘I figured it was my duty
to carry out the assignment,’’
Fogster wrote 1in 1988. ‘' ‘'But
that didn’'t mean I couldn’t
have fun with it.’’

When the dentures were
done, Mallory said he and Fos-
ter told other buddies in the
dental service.

‘*We took them on an excur-
sion to the prison to show
them our masterpiece,’’ Mal-
lory said. ‘'‘'The only ones in
on this were my dentist rocm-
mates and myself, all sworn to

On Tuesday, Guglieri said he was saddened
by the media coverage of his plans when com-
pared to more important issues. '‘You have the
Bikini War on one page and the real war in
Bosnia on ancther. That is really sad,’’ he
said.

He cited as examples of ‘‘vulgarity’’
heavily pregnant women streolling around town in
bikinis or indeed anyone of either sex baring
a big belly off the beach.

‘*A big belly and swimsuits don’'t look
good, '’ he said. *‘ (German supermodel) Claudia
Schiffer, 1if ghe were to behave in a wvulgar
way, would be ugly too.’’

Most Italians, leaving the semi-deserted
cities to the elderly and foreign tourists,
ignored the fuss and crowded the country’s
popular beaches en masse as usual.

But the ex-mayor of the Tremiti islands in
the Adriatic¢ intensified the debate by saying
Gugliero’s remarks and various bans imposed by
other mayors elsewhere were racist and discrim-
inatory against ordinary people.

“‘It's a form of racism,’’ said ex-mayor
Giuseppe Calabrese. ''It’s not just important
and beautiful people who go on holiday but also
the workers, the employees with their arthritis
and cellulite. And they are the ones who spend
most too. '’

A top lawyer on Monday -threatened legal
action against mayors who tried teo limit indi-
vidual freedoms in their towns and said he made
a ccmplaint to public prosecutors.

The Riviera towns of San Remo, Imperia,
Finale and Alassioc already ban naked flesh from
the town centre. Alassio, which banned bikini
wearing in the town centre in 15353, fined 20
people 50,000 lire ($30) in June and July.

The city’s mayor Robertc Avogadro was
unrepentant on Tuesday, telling newspapers: ‘I
know perfectly well that the 1993 by-law limits

~individual rights but I have nc regrets at all.
