it found to my surprise that it was
Satumn. | was so excited at this my
first sight of those famous rings that
while jumping up to get someone |
bumped the telescope which fell to
the concrete yard below. | was
heartbroken. The feeling of seeing
Saturn that night has kept me
interested in astronomy and | dreamt
of one cday owning a ‘real” telescope.
Working on salling vessels through
my late teens and twenties didn't offer
money for such items or the place o
keep such a thing. Now, with my

| have finally seen an old dream come
true - | own a 'real" telescope. Its
from a company named Coultier
Optical in California whose ads can
be found in periodicals such as
Astronomy and Sy & Teescoos
They prociuce a line of 4 Newtonian
telescopes called Ogpssys that range
in size from 8 inch diameter to 17
inch diameter. | have the COlgissy
Compeacer which has a 101 inch
primary mirror. Basically it's a tube
13 inches in diameter and 4 feet long.
A Newtonian telescope (named for
ft's inventor - Sir Issac Newton) is
essentially a bucket that catches light
from an object - like a star - focuses
it into an eyepiece which magnifies
the image into your eye. (t's a very
simple and effective telescope clesign
and great for viewing ‘deep-sky’
objects like galaxies ancd nebula It
can also be used to view planets and
the moon - yes, even Saturn.
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
