I. A1l the rules of Allan B. Calhamer's DIPLOMACY, as printed
by Avalon Hill in the 1971 edition, will be used as far as
practicality allows in postal play.

II. Games in Erebor are open to all people in tne U.S5., Canada,
and people with APO, FPO, or CPFO addresses. All monies
must be remitted in U.S. currency.
Choice of countries will decide country assignments. All
people should send in preference lists with their entry fee.
Subseription prices and game fees are listed elsewhere in this
issue. In order to enter a game you must be a subber., If
your sub runs out prior to the conclusion of your game,
you must renew it or face being expelled from said gane.

III. Stand-by positions are available free to subbers; drop us
a letter if yocu wish to be placed on the list.

IV, Game deadlines will be published with the report of each
game, In general, these deadiines will be about three
weeks apart. The magazine, however, will be published
monthly.

Ve In the case of a postal strike in the U.S., all games will
be postponed until after the sirike, when an update issue
will be sent out with information and deadlines.
A Canadian postal strike will merely suspend games with
Canadian participents.
