[ have failed to expand the computer archive past E.#48 but little prior

to that time is relevant today except for couriosity.

On another topic is the continued E-MAIL debate. Due to my lack of time
[ cannot launch into lengthy discussions about 1ts pros and cans. Une
thing I do want to make clear 15 that [ do not want to discourage that
_aspect of the hobby. [ feel that we should be cautious about accepting
the E-MAIL faction with open arms. Cerftainly E-MAIL 1s the wave of the
future, and as more postal players (such as BEYERLEIN &ND LOOMISY cross
the line then E-MAIL will become the norm and noat the excepticn. That day
is still 1n the unforseeable future. At this time E4RIL is a novelty and
its ranks can be joined only by those who take the leap into the personal
computer age. Faor some it is too great a leap, The E~MAIL ranks are
therefare a separate and distinct group, a separate league of Diplomacy
players. Separate cannot be esqual so E-MRIL games cannot be considered
gqual in all respects to postal games just as USFL tootball is not equal
to MFL football., With time [ believe E-MAIL will merge with Postal.

Far this reason the E-MAIL faction should continue to fall under the
Jurisdiction of the BMC so that a close sbservation of the growth ot that
=lement can be maintained and guidance offered 1n such ar=gas as drphaned
games, M and plaver irregularities, computer code security iand other
praolems which are as yet untaorseen.
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
