ALHAMER ADDRESSES E. Ps Do G

Allan B. Calhamer, inventor of "Diplomacy'" and Honow -
rary Grand Gamcsmasbter of the East Paterson Diplomacy Club,
addressed a mecting of the EPDC and guests in the lounge -
of Furnald Hall, Columbila College, on the evening of Sature
day 19 October. As about a dozen "Diplomacy" players and
a Tew interested passcers-by listened, Calhamer unrolled
the original "Diplomacy" board, & map about 2x3 feect and
discussed the history and strategy of the game., "Diplo-
macy" went through scveral mutatlons before being copyright-
ed and placed before the public in 1959. At one time there
had been sceveral more provinces in cach power; at another
England opencd the game with a fleet in Gibraltar, and
Switzerland had a defensive army with which it could ro=-
sist encroachments on Swiss territory by othcr powcrs.

An English supply cenber in Ireland, a THwrkish center in
Bgypty and a neutral center in Icelani.werec once part of
the game, but were deleted as Calhamecr declded it would be
more deslrable to concontrate action towards the center of
the board,

He also gave some general ideas on tactics and strategy
which have developed in several ycars! play of the game.
Sometimes a "self-enforcing alllance" takes place, when
two allies move their forces away from theilr common frone
tier, but not so far away that they can't move them back -
in case of treachery., Fred Lerner, president of the EPDC,
noted that EPDC play has shown that England and Tlrkey are
the‘otrongest powerse Calhameor pointed out several ways
how an alliance of Russla, Austria-Hungary, and Germony
could proceed against England and Tlrkey, while sparing
them the nccessity of aligning forces along their common
frontierses He went on to suggest that England and Thrkey
could counter this strategy by threatening to attack Russia
in alliance 1f she did not join them against Germany and
Austria=-Hungary.
