TOCMERA, - AUSTRALTIA: During a didjeridoo recital by the great aborlglnal singer
Pitsiga, five thousand Australian blacks were startled by the appearance of a
strange aircraft overhead,.  The cap'taln of the craft, a conbination bdloon-aero-
plane~glider-ornithepter-autogiro-sailplane, hailed the crowd in French., After a
brief confusion, his hail was replied by the only French~spesking man in the
crowd, a -member of the Fmu Clan who hsd once eaten three French missiolaries and
was accordingly an expert on French culture. ‘

It was determined that the aircraft belonged to a group of French refugees who,
under the leadership of the divinely guided Noazh of Arc, was seeking a place to
found a nev France, The gustralians offered to éxtend their hospltality to the
refugees,; indicating that they. were interested in acquiring further French cul-
ture, but Noah of Arc declined this offer, Jhen last seen, the French aircraft
was heading south emidst a hail of boomerangs.

President Firefly was questioned about alleged nepotism in the high commands He
admitted that his ssacretary and his chguffeur have been given important military
canmands. "My chauffeur is in the cavalry," he informed the press, "because of his
amazing ability to worl: with horses.: fhy, sometimes I feel he rust be half horse :
himself, Furthermore, the supreme tost of generalship is the ability to conduct g
retreat, and on this standard of judgment our generals are the best in the worlde"

The morale of the army is high, particularly in the upper ranks., To insure that
the soldiers!® spirits are kept up, President Flrefly has distrlbuted 50,000 pic~
tures of Mrs, Glorisz Tessdasle tp the troops.

The pudblic generally supports the war policy, The Presidentts chauffeur has been
touring the country on horseback to arocuse the nech]e for war.

To prevent Sylvanian espionage, the mobilization plans are being kept a high
state sectet, "Only Chicolini and I know where they're kept," President Firefly
told the/press. "This way we can be sure that only loyal Freedonians are agware of
our coum:ryvs War plans." :

"I lesrned my lesson in 1903, on that fateful day when the German
columns rumbled into this very city, and my armies ‘thelted before them. The people
must have a share in their country, or they cannot love it and protect it. ‘The
riots, the civil war, and the occupation have convinced me of thats #e can no long-
er be a nation of the ruled, we must have a nation of rulers if we are to survivee”

Convention im a game for 2 to 6 players, They circle the board in search of a8
meny of the 1400 delegabtes as they can get, beginning with 100 each and trying to get
delegates through primaries, caucuses, and landing oh cpaces entitling them to un=
pledged delegates, As long e unpledged delegates are available. ft'om the "bank",
they are picked up when a player lande on a square such as "Your: Nzame ‘Placed in Nomi-—
nation by Ex~President ~ Win-50", However, ohce these are used up, unplpdged delom
gates are taken from other players,” In practice, this means that the leaading player
is hit for contributions on such occagitrs,

The geme ineludes 26 Progress Report Cards end 28 Strategy Conference Cardss
which resemble the "Chance" and "Comminity Chest" cards of Monopoly. The Progree:s
Reports entitle the playe: , either instantly or at some later time, to move a stated
mumber of spaces forward, These can be extremely useful when a player is closing in
on a squareful of Jdelegates {55 to 100) in one of the caucuses. The Strategy Confer-
ence Cards are even more valusble; they enable a player to move to the entry square of
a ceusus, to call for a ballot, to block someons else's call for a ballot, or to make
a desperation play in the "Smoke-Fllled Room”, Like most oi‘ the Progress Reports,
they ean be played at will,

- JP a player lands on the startlng-place , there iz a ballot and players count up
their delegates.
