Some thoughts on the rules, as republished in #190 =~ republished con~
¢lsely and clearly. ' :

Rule 5: It is axiomatic but perhaps should ®e stated that play-
ers eliminated from a game may hot bescome standbys in the same game,
({Oh, of course.)) This was a subject of a recent poll by Erehwon.

Rule 10: Is there any situation where a player intending to de=-
ceive another player, may involve the Gamesmaster? For example, sup-
pose a player in trying to get another player fo go along with a come
plicated set of moves wrote a player, "The meves you suggest would
not work because I discussed that particular situation with the
Gamesmasbter and his ruling was you would be annihilated," when in
fact he either never discussed the situation with the Gamesmaster,
or 1f he did, the Gamesmaster ruled contrarily. This involves using
the Gamesmaster as an Instrument in deception but not belng decep-~
tive so far as direct relations with the Gamesmasbter.

((Any player accepts the truth of a statement from any other
player at his own risk, The game thus faithfully reproduces the cir-
cumstances of actual international diplomacy.))

Rule 11: The player does reserve the alternative of advising the

 Gameshaster prior to the deadline for the subsequent moves that he

wishes that unlt annihilated, rather than retrcabed. ((Not in GRAU-
STARK. The rules nowhere allow for this situation.))

Rule 12: Bravo! And couldn't players in complicated situatlons
be suffielently considerate so as to advise his opponent by ce&rbon
copy at the same time he informas the Gamesmaster. In situations
where a build or retreat is relevant to only one opponent could not
the Gamesmaster direct the opponent be so informed?

((No. I tried this in 1963B, but the Pelzes quite eorrectly
pointecd out thet such directions were subjeet to the caveat cited
above under your comments on Rule 10.)) -

er should have the right in complicated situations to expect the
