The question, therefore, is onc of drowing a line somcwhere betwecen the two ox—
tremes, nt vhich point it would consc to be a poliey option to use forec.

I think we would both put the
Victmanm situotion on the "wrong" sidc of thd line, although for diffcront reasons.
My rooson is that for forelsn policy objcetives of the United Stateos would have beon
better sorved by o rapid, forcoful, and wronsful unification of Victman by Ho Chi
Minh, If you play chess, you know that the sacrifice of o pawn is often good for
the gome, :
