The tragic escalation:of the JAmericsan invasion of Vietnam has
since forced on the .imerican people the necessity of adopting this
position, despite the obloquy heaped upon it in the press, We do
not have to go back very far to remember when arthur Schleslnger Jr.
was defending Johnson's Vietnam policy at teach-ins, when "liberal™
newspapers portrayed peace marchers as a ragged pack of barefooted
dope addicts, and when Pacifists automatically assumed that a man in
uniform was theilr enemy.

Sometime in late 1967 or early 1968 the desire to get our for-
ces out ©f Vietnam became the majority opinlon of the imerican peow
rle. This realization developed in a number of ways. Attendance
at anti~war parades outnumbered. attendance at pro-war parades by
figures like 10-1 or 15-1l. New York City and Cleveland, by refusing
to allow anti-war referenda on the ballot,, effectively conceded the
majority to the oppositiocn. and, for the first time in american
history,. an active anti-war movement developed within the army it-
self., Few people in government realized that their conscript sol-
diers were coming from the same generation of youth that has so
forcefully and effectively bullt the peace movement to 1ts present
strength. .

Your Gamesmaster can appreclate the satisfaction of his Aboli-
tionist ancestors, who began with illegal pamphlets and the Under-
ground Railroad, and ended by wiping slavery from the face .of the
land., For, after the October and November gpratorigZfit has become
evident that President Nixon can continue his war only through such
a massive suppression of individual liberty as will make his s
own rule as untenable as Thieu's. \ )

Long-time GRAUST.ARK readers will remember an early concern with
the peace issue in these pages. Though another of my publications
had already attacked the imerican Invasion of Vietnam a few months
earlier, discussion opened in GR.IUSTARK #71 on 7 November 1965 with
a letter from John Smythe, then a political sclence instructor at
Youngstown University. Smythe, who popularized Diplomacy among seve
eral of his students including John Koning, wrote a long letter at~
tacking the peace marches. "The misbegotten sons who participated -
in the marches.,..aimed at avolding or desstroying the draft," he
wrote, "should be enrclled immediately in a punishment battalion,
and...shipped to Viet Nam," There was more of the same, eovering
almost QU pages of elite typs. Hls main argument were the same
tired old"geopolitical considerations which say "spheres of influ-
ence” when they mean butchered women, burned children, and bombed
héspitals, '

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BOOK REVIEWS

THE TRAITOR GAME by Dougal McLelsh - Houghton Mifflin, $l.95,

In my review of Pete Hamill's A Killing for Christ (Science-
Fiction Review #31) I speculated that few political assassinations
would be as unlikely as that of a Pope. A more unlikely candidate
is presented in this book. After all, over the centuries Popes
have aroused bitter antagonisms that have not yet died down, but
who ever gets excited ahout a Prime Minister of Canada? Like its
physical climate, Canada's political climate is sub~-Arctic, A
couple of years ago, while reading Vliadimir Dedijer's excellent
study of the Sarajevo tyrannicide (The Road to Sarajevo, reviewed
in GRAUSTARK #1l)| and LEFTOVERS #2) I came across reference to a
political assassination in 1868 of one D'Arcy McGee. There have
been none since.

The Traitor Game takes place in a very near future - so much
so that recognizable characters from the Canadian political scene
appear in it, The Leader of the Opposition is a savage caricature
of John Diefenbaker, while the -Governor General is a French Canad-
fan like a recent real-life counterpart., And the Premier of Brit-
ish Columbia, though not identified as a member of the Social Cre-
dit Party, from context plainly belongs to that collection of anti-
Semites, funny-money economists, "lawnorder" advocabtes, and plain
nuts who have ruled Canada's California since 1952,

The book begins with the assassination - which 1s apparently
intended to take place in 1969 or 1975, since we are informed that
September 8 rfalls on a Monday. The assassin is taken alive, and
turns out to be a hare~brained young French Canadian nationalist,
However, the plat™srrns out to be as devious as those hypothesized
by people who feel that the self-appointed "leftist” Lee Harvey Os-
wald was the tool of right-wingers. In fact, the whole plot struc-
ture of the book owes much to the speculations that have been pro-
pagated concerning the assassination of President Kennedy.

The herp, a man of mixed Anglo-French ancestry, traces the
threads of the plot to the Premier of Canada and his principal henche
man, a Minuteman-type triggerman named Misselhorn., The Premier, a
wealthy politician-businessman who comes on like & right-wing Rocke-
feller, has an elaborate plan to drive Quebec into secession, break
up Canada, and carve himself a private kingdom out of the ruins.

In addition, Misselhorn has his own plans for said kingdom.

In many novels of this sort the situation is saved by one man
at the head of the country, who loses neither his 1ife nor his cool,
and who uses his powers to take charge and lead the country back to
sanity. Here L%t is the Governor General, the titular Chief of
State, whom the hero rescues from an isolated Ontario villa where the
plotters hold him captive. The Governor General returns just in time
to dissolve a Parliament decimated by a Fawkes-type attack, thus
foiling the scheme of thirty hold-out Quebec Nationalists to take
over the body and peacefully vote the country's partition. McLeish
also feels that, despite centRifugal tendencles that have appeared
in Canada In recent years, the sense of nationhood 1is strong enough
among both English-speakers and French-speakers to hold the country:
together in a crisis,

The Traltor Game is compellingly written. The reader becomes
actively interested in the story's development, though numerous
science~fiction novels of the type Ted White characterizes as "para-
noid" have accustomed us to the pervasivepPlot that no one can be
made to belleve in. The loose ends are neatly tled up - though 1t
1s hard to believe that the Mafia would hire out to do other peoples!
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assassinations, when they have so many of their own to handle.
And the American reader, while recognizing similarities with our
race problem in the plight of the Quebegols, gets an interesting
perspectlve on the too little known country which adjoins ours.
