For a while thereafter the Russo=-German for-
ces attempted a holdinhg action in the West; while in the East Russia and
Austrla—Hungary battled Turkoy, but they were not strong cnough to do
both. With England supporting France, and Turkey flghtlng the enemics of
France; it-was no conteste .

In the Fall of 1906 France's tactical sloppﬂnoss allowed Turkdy,
aided by Austria-Hungary, Russia, and Germany, to develop a devastating
coupe Had Epgland joined the opposition, Frrmnce was doomed. But de-
.stroying Francc might not benefit England, for he could be overrun be-
.fore he had time to sccurc his position. Unexplainably, neither Turkey,
Germany, Rusgia, nor Austrla-Hungary contacted England to negotiate a
Grand Alliance, without which their opposition to French victory bor-
dercd on the futile. In consequence the feollowing year France won fivo
new supply centers by bargaining and mancuvering with a brilliance worthy
of an cxport, but nonctheless a beginners

The remainder of the game became a pro forma cxercisc punctuated by
tastical lapsos on thoe part of France and accontod by Germany's skill in
surviving with a modlcum of honore. N

BRUCE HARPER (18 Aug.): I am somewhat baffled by the balance of pow-
er that has ariscn in [1970D, 1970M, and "thc Battle of St. Johns"]. In
all three Turkey gained great power. To me this is incomprehensibles I
have played about 40 games of Diplomacy thus far, albeit most of them 6
way. Turkey usually gets quite large in our games also, but usually it
is the policy of Austria to get either Russia -or Turkey on his side.

Even if they both go together (which happens gencrally every gamc) Aus-
tria is in no bind because it will have Serbiz and Greece and will be im-
pregnable: if Italy will assist her. You will notice that a line going
from Boh-Viu=-Bud~Scr-Gre will hold against any attacks from a Russo-Tur-
kish alliance with a stationary Italian flecet in the Ionian Sea and an
Italian army in Albania supporting Serbias This army will also be very
useful when the time comeg to ditch Austria and make an alliance with
cither Austria foes, Russia or Turkey. [?] Sincc it would be in Albania

1t could not be tooted out as if it was in a supply center and "1t can be




used to take Greece or Tricste.

Thus 1t sccms to me that Austria cannot be destroyed. If Italy dc=-
cides to go with Russia and Turkoy he can only hope he will be the one
loft over since only one can‘live (probably Turkey)s 'If ho decides to
bolster a sagging Austria he will have a totally sccure ecastern boundary
for:the foresccable future and if Germany attacks from the north he will
~ have enough time to grab some for himgelf and reform his policy. The

army in Bohemia could go in Albania and thus Austria could hold itself
together or force Russia into Bohemia., In the latter case he only be-
comes more dependant on Italy. .

I believe that this theory is proved by the fact that when Turkey
gets big Italy gels small and Austria gets pushed away or into the sea.
Thus Italy's prime mission should be to stop Turkey and bolster Austria.
The more dependent Austria is the better.

{ If any one group of Diplomacy Players plays together regularly for
a length of time, the games tend to fall into a common pattern. Turkey
is not neticeably weak in most games I've played or referceds It is Aus-
tria who generally has a hard time of i%, unlcss an alliance can be ar-
ranged early 'in the game, Players of Italy or Russia who know the game
well do not leap on Austria at the first opportunity.
