On 24 November 1970 the graduate center of the City University of New York held an
open house, at which many of its facilities were demonstrated, Chief among these was a
computer which had had several game programs fed into it, agalnst which visitors could
play.

Cne of these was a program for the Slaveholders’ Rebelllon of 1861~65, Upon select-
1ng this game, the rlayer was informed of his possible strabegies and given the situation
at the begimning of the battle. AlL players were.given the rebel side to play , as a
challenge to reverse.tht facts of history. P

The game consisted of 14 battless First Bull Run, Shlloh ‘the Soven Days cawmpaign bo-
fore Richmond, Second Bull Rur, Antietam, Fredericksburg, Murfreesboro, Chenpdellorsville,
Vicksburg, Gettysbwrg, Chwckamauga, Chattanooga, Spotsylvania, and Atlanta, Befdre the -
battlo, the player is told the numbers of his men and the govermment!s, how mich money
each has at disposal, and the "inflation factor" - which varies from 8% to 14% Tor the
govermment, and 21% to 27% for the rebels. The player is then asked how much he wants o
spend for food, how much for salarics, and how mich for ammunition. After he hagparti- -
tivned his available Tescurces, she computer gives him his men's state of morale and tells
him whether he is on the offensive or the-defensivo. (Tho historical facts arc followed
