In both cascs tho industrial power mov:d into an Asian rogion with far ine
forior numbers but far suporior military strength, The Asian rogions dircetly conquored
and annoxed ey the imperial power wore smaller in arca and population than worc the ro-—
giong ruled Wy native satraps undeor imperial control, The Gackwar of Baroda or the Pro-
sidcph of the Ropublic of Korca might nominally be a Chicf of State, ontitled to full
proccdural cquality with the British King or the Amorican Prosidents. Bub in practico ho
oboyed the ordgrs of the imperial powor as thoy worc transmittod to him through an "Advie
gor" or "Amkassador" of tho dominant notion, Officers of the imporial powor commanded or
" Medvised" troops rocruited in the colony, which werce uscd to koop out other imperial pows
