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LG Y OF THE FOUR AND A HALRF KINGDOMS -~ VIIT
Alfong Ignobel - II

The international prestige and national amour=propre of France seemed
to need bolstering all through Ignobel's 99-year lifetime. And, for &
"sufficient” financial consideration, Ignobel always rallied round with
his ingenious and elaborate "Indo~China" hoax, whereby French victories
from a non-existent Asian lard were always invented to compensate for
French defeats on battleflel.s, stock exchanges, or the League of Nationss

However, after Ignobelfs retirement in 1925 at the age of &7, new
problems developed. The "Indo=China" hoax was handled by his son Aloys,
who was only 19 when he assumed this position but whose mind was sharpened
by his education under his father and by his natural inheritance from his
mother, Mata Hari. "The lad 1s noteworthy for his age," remarked Pregi-
dent Poincaré, "but after his father's genius the son is merely competent
and undramatice" One wonders what the President would have said, had he
lived to see Aloys Ignobel at work in the 1960's.

However, by the 1930's things had worsenod dramaviually. The inter-
national economic collapse and the rise’ of Fascism again put France in a
serious bindy and thig time Ignobel’s imaginary “Indo China" seemed to be
.no help. In 1935, a message reached the elder Ignobel, then in retlrpment
in the Kingdom of Pundschdruke. This spot in his native Balkan las sif was
more forced upon than chosen by Ignobel. His currency manipulations after
World War I had rendered him persona rion grata in almost every nation on
earth, but Pundschdruk has never develDped a currency or coinage of its.
own, preferring to use those of its neighbors. , . _

In haste, Ignobel took a TWA (Tin Wing Airlines, a Wogastisburg firm
which claims priority of the use of these 1n1t1als, hav1ng been founded in
1879) plane to Paris. After the usual crash landing, this time just out-
side Ljubljana, he completed the journey via the Orient Expresse In Paris
he hastened to the office of the Under~Minister for Colonial Public Relag=-
tions (Asia), who that wcek was Jacques Unsongout of the National Ponular
Christian Socialist Reactionary Centrist Party.

The Undor=Minister went directly to the point, following only a 12-
course dinner, a visit to the Folies Bergéres, and a night at a discreetly
shuttered establishment on the Avenue Kléber. "M. le Baron,'" he said, “we
are in a desgperate situation, The franc is falling, thanks to those mig=-
erable Americans. If they can find an opportunity to destroy the intoerna-
tional financial pattern by their own selfish actions, they will take ite
At the London conference in 1933 = but the Boches are worsece This Me Hit-
ler, instead of 1mprlson1ng the Bolcheviques and Jews like a reasonable
man, is trying to create his own colonial empire. For this, of itself, we
would have no objections. But he is not carving colonies in Africa or
Aslia = he wants to make them here in Europe., And that, M. le Barohn, is not
within the rules cf the gamed™ . o . . S

"I see," Ignobel replied. "French triumphs in'my little invented co=-
lony will mean nothlng if France is herself a colony. But, Me le Sous-
Ministre, the answer is simplicity 1tself. Do. you heed money to fight the
Germans? Then secll my hoaxe”

"How do we sell a hoax? When our: v1ct1m d;scovers he hag been-"

"No - you gell the hoax as a hoaxe Other nations also need support
for their prestige« Les AllemandesSe.."

Negotiations to sell the hoax to Germany were tentatively openod, but
fell through when Hitler discovered that Ignobel's great=-grandfather on.
his mother's side had been Chief Rabbi of Chelms The French qovernment
then shelved the plan, although Ignobel is said to have remarked; "Eventu-
ally, mes amis, you will have to sell thls to the Amerlcans. . They're the
only one with any money. "

In 1937 Alfons Ignobel dled under mysterlous c1rcumstances, which will
be further discussed in the 3rd and last article of this series. Hig will,
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provated in Zurich, endowed with his immense fortune the prizes which bear
hig name.

It was then that Aloys Ignobel made his first original contribution
to his father's famous fabrication, one which showed that his genius was
not inferior to that of the author of the "Indo-China" hoax. As a boy he
had been extremely fond of the "Fu Manchu" gtories of Sax Rohmer, and now
_ he invented a sinister, intelligent, thin, bearded Oriental to serve as a
menace to French possession of "Indo~China', gnd to western civilization
generally. This person he named "Ho Chi Minh", invented a biography for
him, and put at the head of an alleged anti-colonial movement in this fic=-
titious colony. The fact that no one had heard of this "Ho" prior to his
invention Ignobel explained by saying that the man had used a number of
previous namess

In 1940 France fell to the Germans, and Ignobel made sure that forged
pedigrees showing Jewlsh ancestry were made for anyone who might betray
his hoax to the Gormanse He then obtained a position in the Vichy govern-
-ment, announced that "Indo-China" had been overrun by the Japanese, and
bided his time.

After the war, French prestige was agaln in need of help, and agailn
an Ignobel came to France's ald. Such Frenchmen as could not adjust to
civilian life were enlisted into the Foreign Legion and s¢nt to Corsica,
where they were told they were in Indo-China, fighting the sinister forces
of Ho Chi Minh. Those who failed to realize the deception were given
"rear-area" billets and led to believe that the fighting was going on else=-
where. The ones who caught on quickly became the fatalities which any war
must have in order to be credible,

When the Korean War ended in 1953, John Foster Dulles realized that
the right wing of hig party would regard it as a sell-out. Accordinglys,
he arranged the deal that Alfons Ignobel had predicted, and on 3 January
1954 the United States bought the "Indo-China" hoax from France at a cost
of $100,000,000, caneellation of the French war debt, and the secret of the
atomic bomb, Prime Minister Mendés~France announced a French withdrawal
from Indo-China, and Aloys Ignobel moved to Washington. President Eisen-
hower was never informed of the fraudulent character of "Indo-China"; the
American end of the transaction was handled by Dulles and by Vice-President
Nixon. President Kennedy was informed just after his election; Lyndon
Johnson did not know this fact until March 1968, having gone through most
of his period in office believing that there really is such a place as
Vietnam. The State and Defense Department encouraged him in this belief,
ag it made his statements about "Vietnam" sound more sinceres "It's the
only thing that could have done it," Herman Kahn is said to have remarked
once to Joseph Alsops.

The small group of high-echelon American officials who knew the truth
about "Vietnam" and the other non-existent nations of "Indo=China" used it
much as Alfons Ignobel had in Francee. As needed to stimulate the American
economy, to get surplus people and potential trouble-makers out of the way,
and to give military contracts to big campaign contributors, the American
"presence" in "Vietnam" was escalated. If an American politician or jour-
nalist wished actually to vigit "Vietnam", he was flown to an island in the
Pacific Trust Territory, where he was fed carefully prepared stories by
people posing as soldiers or natives. Soldiers were sent to such places,
or to a jungle region rented in the Philippines, and told that + =y had
rear-area agsignments. These men were go glad to find themselves out of
the front lines that they seldom questioned any discrepancies that devel-
oped in the government's story. A secret agreement was made with China
wheroby one Chinese province was completely evacuated, and American airmen
were sent to bomb its deserted towns. The American government claimed that
great damage was done to the "Vietnamese" from the zir, while the Chinese
were able to keep their people in line by pointing with horror to an attack
on "a neighboring country" by Americans.
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Az time went by, various modifications were made in the original
plane The complaints about high casualty figures meant that men who dig=
covered the truth were not shot, but simply drugged out of their minds.
In 1968 Chlna s increasing population required more living space, and 80

the bombings were stopped and the Chinege provinceée repopulated. - -

industry, and _he has remained silent ever since. Lyndon Johngon did not
discover the truth until.March 1968, when he picked up the hot line to or=-
der caviar from Russia and was acc¢identally cut into a conversation be-
tween Henry Kissinger and -David Rockefeller. The latter's threat to fore-
close his mortgdge on the President's ranch forced Johnson to maintain.
silence and retire from the presidency. Judicious infiltration and subsi-
dies has kept the peace movement from learning the truth. As far as is
known, the only people in the peace movement who ever found out that there
is no"such place as Vietnam were Martin Imther King, A. J. Muste, and Jo-.
seph Yablonski. Just to play safe,’ the same action as in thes€ cases was
taken when Robert Kennedy won the. Callfornla prlmary and received a con-
gratulatory phone call from Yablonski. -

It is probably genmeral knowledge by now thaet at one time I released into postal Dip-
lomacy fandom a hoax named "Eric Blake", "Blake", who operated out of a post office box
in Queens, was originally created as a mail drop where I could receive various conservative
publications without tipping my identity, which is on record among thems (There are en-
tries for me in both the Van Deman and Church League of America files of "subversives".)
later, I took out a membership in the NFFF under this name, and hacked into science-fiction
fanzine letter columns a few views culled out of the conservative publications "Blake" was
Ffeceiving, For "Blake" I created the persona of a retired engineer, age about 60, who had
spent his active career on various congtruction sites in the tropics including a stint in
the Seabeecs in World War II, He liked the works of Howard, Burroughs, and Lovecraft, liked
Heinlein but with reservations, and had no use for Cabell, Bradbury, and any modern fiction
without a clearly recognized "Hero! in the grand tradition,

The story is probably well-known, about how I entered 196/C both as Boardman and as
Blake, and after a long, tough struggle with James Goldman (who otherwise certainly would
have been the winner) was the wipner as Boardmene (The game ran in Brobdingnag under its
first two Gamesmasbters, Dick Schultz and John McGallum,) Opinion on this ploy has ranged
from approval, as being in the back-stabbing tradition of the game, to disapproval as "un-
ethical, mainly from people whose ethical standards sre revealed by their support of the
American invasion of Vietnam, While most Gamesmasters including myself now have house
rules preventing this sort of thing, in those early days the "Eric Blake" hoax violated no
rule of either the game of Diplomscy or its Gamesmasters.

(Since then, there have been numerous situations where Player A simply sent in what-
ever moves Player B wished him to. There is precedent for this in actual history; in World
War T the Russian Empire played Blake to France's Boardman)

Rod Walker'!s "Lenard Lakofka! hoax was considerably better constructed than "Eric
Blake", and lasted longer. Although I am not certain on this point, there is probably an
actual human being who if challenged could produce Social Security and other identification
cards proving him to be Lenard Lakofks, However, as far as anything having to do with
Diplomacy is concerned, "Lakofka" is Walker just as assuredly as "Blake" was Boardman.
Walker was also more adroit in using a Chicago mail-drop for his hoax; I just had to walk
a few blocks down the street from my old Queens address, and into the next postal zone, in
order to pick up "Blaks¥s" mail,

Of course, it may be that "Lenard lakofka" is a made-up names There was g Nobel Lau-
reate physicist, a member of the Nazi Party, named Philipp Lenarde Walker knows very well
that this name would press buttons with me, both professionally and politically. And in
Yiddish, "kobschka! means "duck" while "nofka" means "whore! - their combination.as "la
Kofka" carries implications both ludicrous and meretriciouse

 Where Walker gave his hoax away was in his attacks as "Lakofka" on the Diplomacy Asso=
ciations They so precisely echoed Walker'!'s own effusions that there is no longer any point
in pretending that "Lakofka" represents an entity separate from Walker. ,
