This being the case,sgames in the strongly Dutch-
populated reglon of wegtern Mlchlgah ought *to be of congiderable
intereste This across—-the-board session is reported by one of
the first playcrs of postal Dlplomaéy. This title was wished on him. |

An across—the-board Diplomacy tournament was held in Hollarid, Michigan
on Saturdays December 18, with two full games going simultaneouslye. Hugh
Anderson, playing Turkev, won Game "A"; Bob van Andel, also a Turk, won
(ame "B" o

The games were organized by Herb Barents and Paul den Uyl, and play@d
in the Community House of the apartment ‘project in which den Uyl resides im
Hollande Playing conditions were idealt: large living room, 50' x 20', with
several tabless, carpting, fine furniture, and good lightings; and adjoininmg
kitchen .and bathrooms. Coffee and soft drinks were contlruously available,

and sandwiches were available for lunch.
Seventeen players showed ups with the three extras assigned to the nu-

merous other games available, such as Chesss Go, and the Avalon-Hill series
of war gamese.. The Diplomacy games began at 10:30 AM, with Game "B" finidh-
ing up at 4 PM, and Came "A" struggling on until 7 FM. Game "B" was conce-
ded to Bob van Andel at the end of 1906, and .all I can report is the final
result, having been.too busy in Game "A" to follow the "B" actions
