In 1960 Games Research Inc., the publishers of Diplomacy, brought out the game Conven=
tions This game, a simulation of a presidential nominating convention, is re=published ev-
ery election year. This is its fourth appearance, still unchanged from the original version,
and while it is a playable and enjoyable game, it is as far from simulating a modern politi-
cal convention as Chess is from similating a modern war.

Tn fact, Convention is on its way to becoming an exercise in nostalgia for older play-
ers, and in irrelevance for younger ones, It has been 20 years since a Democratic National
Convention went to two ballots for a presidential candidate, and 24 years since the Republiw
cang did so0. It is32 years since eéither partyis convention has gone beyond 3 ballotse
The difference bébween the two parties, and among factions within themy has narrowed greatly
since the classical era of convention politics, and this fast has preduced a great body of
opinion outside the structure of the "two-party system!, to which it does not respond and
which does not respond to it, ’

 This became painfully evident in 1968, when the two- conventions proceeded with business
48 usual while the American people attempted to call their attention to the real issuese
The rioting at the Democrabtic convention in Chicago made headlines, but it is not so well
“kuown that the Republican convention at Miami Beach also met this response, In fact, more
‘pecple were killed and more property destroyed in Mismi than in Chicago,

As a result, Convention as a game does not simulate the modefn presidential nominating
process, but mocks 1t by holding its past up as a mirror. Nowadays we all know how presi-
dential candidates are chosen, A 1little gang of party bosses holds a series of meetings and
determines which candidate will best perpetuate their powsr, Contrary minded are clubbed
into insensibility, and the resulting nominee is presented as the product of the d emocratic
process, Though this development is usually associated with the 1968 conventions, it could
bs seen coming in 1964 when such strong—arm tactics and backeroom finagling dominated the
Republican convention,

This development has been somewhab obscured by the press, which has to sell newspapers
and thas has an interest in promoting conflicts and challenges where none exigt, As the
choice of a presidential nominee devolves upon a narrower and narrower group, his identity

 becomes apparent earlier and earlier, once the preferences of the king-makers are known.
There was never any serious question that anybody btut Stevenson would be nominated by the
Democrats in 1956, Kennedy in 1960, Johnson in 196/, or Humphrey in 1968, The so-called -

 "Dump Goldwater" movement of 1964 was also the creation of a few writers looking for copy,
as its non—appearance made evident when the convention actusally met., This election year is
not a month old yet, and the Democratic nomination is clearly a matter between Muskie and
Humphrey, with the former having the inside track, As for the Republicans, all that the
press can find to write about is a '"Dump-the~Veep! rumor like 1956, Arnd we all know what
became of that ones

In fact, this may be the year that the booby=trap in the 12th Amendment blows up in our

- faces, In 4 of the 6 post~war élections, tickets were entered with a deliberate design of -
splitting the vote and deadlocking the election, This scheme came close to success in 1968,

- and may work this year now that the People!s Party is moving in from the Left, This year
may end in the worst constitubionsl crisis since 1876, ~ ‘

, Under these circumstances, Convention msy be welcomed by many players as a glimpse of
the America that used to be, In it, from 2 to 6 players travel around a board that Looks

~ like a cross between Monopoly and Careers, trying to pick up commltted and uncommitted deles-

- gates by various means., From Monopoly it takes the perimetric path around the board, the
"Stete Primaries" in which delegates may be won by landing on the appropriate squares, and
20 more delegates to each player as he lands on or passes the gtarting=place, The debt to
Careers is even greater, The "Progress Report!" cards, like the "Experience" cards of Care
eers, may be used in place of a roll of the dice. There is the "Credentials Committee", cor~
responding to Monopolyts "Jail' but more closely to the "Park Bench" of Carecerse As in Car-
eers, one can get out by throwing 7. 11, or doubles, thus making the odds against the player
a mere 11 to 7. Also from Careers are the interior paths, along which a player moves with a
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Lo dde as ne attenpts to win large state delegations in caucuses,

Altogether there are 1400 delegates. About 200 of them can be picked up in state pris
w.ring, and 500 in the caususes; the rest are "Uncommitted" and in practice are handed
around very much like the play money in Monopoly. The primary delegates are practically in-
alienable = another unrealistic rule ~ bubt if you go through a caucus and land on the right
square you can grab the delegates that are already in another player's hand, The "Uncom-
mited" delegates are in a sort of bank, but once they are gone from.that bank, players who
win them take them from other playeruo In practicey, this means that the leading players are
hit for contributions on sich occasionse

Scoring is kept by officislly held ballots, These can be obtained either through a
playeris landing on the starbing square, by a successful Demonstration, or through the "Stra-
tegy" cards. These cauds play the role of the "Opportunity" cards in Careers, and enable
players to move to the entry square of a caucus, to call for a ballot, to block someone
else's call for a ballot, or to make a desperation play in the "Smoke~Filled Room". The
leader in a bellot, provided he has over 300 votes, gets 50 votes! worth of "Bandwagon Senti=
ment" from each other player, The player with the fewest votes becomes the "Dark Horse", and
may under cerbain circumgtances benefit from a show of "Dark Horse Sentiment!,

At any time, once he has made one trip around the board, a player may hold a "Demonstra=
tion', This beging with a declaration of inbtent, whereupon the player must go through the
. next three moves without landing on a square that costs him votes or makes him lose a turn,
The cards are helpful in gebting through a demonstration, he not only gets 30 votes from each
vther player but can move directly to any square on the outside track.
