Those postal Dinlomacy fans whose interest in the game carries over into real life
have probably followed with close attention the recent negotiations between the United
States .of America and the Chinese People's Republic. Such observations are decidedly un—
comfortﬂale to people of widely differing viewpoints. The conservative whose views on
foreign policy are taken from Ephesiang 6 112, and the hyper-revolutionary who wants the
Chinese government to exterminate capltallsts in Tanzania rather than houseflies in Sze-
chuan, are equally uncomfortable. And they have good reason to be., The last time such
a state visit was made between two powers that had been slanging each other in print and
" shooting each other's adherents, a world war broke out ten days later.

But, unfortunately for the secrecy in which governments delight, the whole game was
given away. Nor is there any use looking for a fresh batch of Ellsworths and Andersons;
the secrets were loaked by the officials themselves. Fugene Victor Debs Rostow, one of
the principal architects and defenders of Lyndon Johnson's Vletnam.pollcy, told, fhe whole
story in the New York Daily Newg of 5 March 1972, according to News columnist Jerry
Greene: "The Yale professor, whose views were put in writing months before Nixon's junket
to Peking, held that the Russians helped the U. S. and Red China get together for tea and
fortune cookies by building up the Soviet threat -~ copventiomal and muclear - in Siberia,
The Communist Chinese, Rostow wrote, were forced 'to turn to the U. S. as the only power
on earth that could deter a Soviet attack on China itself.!"
