stromg 'Diplomatic Muscle' would not be going for historical objectivess

II. Each Pick Is From A1l Five: Each time a player picks, or is pleked, for, the
plck 1s coming from all five of the variants, Therefore not every variaet is neces-
sarlly being played, This will prevent gmoceping players from deducing everyohes' oh-
jectives. Once again, realism is kept, Because in reality all countries mlght be go-
ing for the same or different objectlves, but not necessarily. . .

III. Suppression of PF's: Under this rule a player need not place all avallable
-PF's en the board during a given turnj he suppresses sane, However, there are ecertain
restrictions: a) the suppressing player must be either USA, France ar Britain nlaying
Brlt/ﬁs, Aggr.

Samuel Eliot Morison, THE EUROPEAN DISGOVERY oF AMFRICA THE NORTHERN VOYAGES,
Oxford University Press, 197l.

I prefer partisan historians. Though they tell a story from a particular view-
‘point, they let you know where they stand. - You don't heve to sort yorr way through a
forest ef pretensions to objectivity to find out what the author thinks, and what per- -
“gonal or partisan blases may affect his view of things. And by and large, they are
far Iiwvelier to read,.

Such considerations are obv1ous for those of Morieon's books dealing with contempo-
rary American history. DBut they enter equally intc this history of northern voyages
from the years of myth through to 1600, This topie is for history what relativity is
for physics = a field in which utterly unqualified persons feel themselves competent to
write the most arrant nonsense, damiing the recognized scholars in that field as a con-
spiracy against the "truths" which they alone know. Eva Taylor, Frederick J. Pohl#,
and HjJalmar Holand are to history what Emmanuel Vellkovsky and Hans H#rbiger are to
astronomy, and any popular exposition for the layman must devote much time to shovel-
ing out of the way the misconceptions which their well-oiled publicity machines have
‘gpread widely.

The first four chapters of this book have to be glven over to that task, with rare
intervals of lucidity in which such agtual voyages as the Norse settlement on Newfound-
land or the Portuguese discovery of the Azores are related.. Most fascinating are the
irish myths of St. Brendan and his crew of sa110r4n¢nke. Apparently Brendan actually
© did cruise arocund the north Atlantic, certainly reaching Iceland and possibly alsc get-
ting as far south as the Azoress. Accounts of his voyage, as well as geveral reports
from the Norse sagas, raise the tempting possibility that some of these Irishmen‘reached
North America, but solid evidence is lacking, The Norse are wacked up by the evidence;
