I hate dust jacket blurbs. UNot only do they exaggerate the worth of books, until
Keith Laumer is Shakespeare risen from the grave, but the story they describe rarely
" bears any relationship to the book they are printed on.

Some publishers are accurate. I can read the back of a Ballantlne or Berkeley
paperback and be sure what will be inside. But other publishers...take for example,
this blurb from De Camp's Leg Darkness Fall:

' "JHEN AF I?" Padway asked himself as he slowly recovered his senses

after being struck down by the uncanny. llghtnung.,.Hls blood froze with

the answer,

This has nothing to do with the story, and in any case, that is not how De Camp
describes the scene. Doubtless the publishers believe that such blurbs grad the brow-
ser's attention in the same way ‘that a naked woman on the cever does. Or try this:

Due to circumstances’ w1th1n ‘our, control TFOMORROW WILL BE CANCELLED.

Yeu had to be special to be an EternaL Audrew Harlan was special, Untzl

he comitted the one unforgiveable sin - falling in leve,

That's slightly more accurate than the preceding blurb but it is misleadings. One
expects raw ‘sex scenes 16 be preceded anq.follawed by ‘raw .sex scenes in this. philoso-
phical book - Isaac Agimov*s The End of Eternity (Fawcett T 1619 - 75¢).

In this book, when time travel and the fact that time travel could be used to al~
ter reality was dlscovered, a group of .scientists set themselves up to alter reallty
to make the maximum number .ef people happy (a progressive philosephy),

Threugh Andrew Harlan, Asimov takes us on a tdur of Eternity, the Olympus of these
scientists. We see these Eternals work trylng to make people happy. We see what hap-
pens when Harlan comes into contact w1th a reatlty with whlch he had had no contact fer .
almost two decades.

Yes, though I hate to glve the satlsfactlon, Harlan does fall in love with a girl
names Noys.

Now we get into the plot tw1sc' ‘the tlme in which the girl llves is up to be
changed. When that change is made; the girl will no longer exist. Te save her, Harlan
takes her to an unused section of Bternity and hides her.

Then he discovers something, "A terrible secret which embraced all Eternity" (from
the book, not the blurb),

The assets of this book are many. Asimov'bs sbyLe is easy to read, the philosophi-
cal content' of this book, in its theughts on time are very worthwhile, and, surprising-
ly, the fact that, dGSplte’the breadth of- the book, at ne time does Asimov skim over
anything of "importance, Alse, encouragihgly, there is a touch ef romanticism in the
booke Finally, Asimov draws out his characters! psychologies, something whieh he
rarely manages.

The debits are that everyone's speech sounds like everyone else! s, and that this
book demands some thought. But that thought returns fine dividends.
