"y experience in 1971EC illustrates the undesirability of one rule which mosb
Gamesmasters employ in their houserules: that is, the rule that unordered units, when
dislodged, are not allowed to retreat but are annlhllated My predecessor as ltaly,
was holding his own under heavy enemy attack when he missed a couple of moves. Most of
the units protecting his homeland, being unordered, were unquportéd dislodged and re-
moved, Thus the position I took over was 1ndefen31ble and quickly overrun. If those
unordered units had been allowed to retreat, Italy would have had some chance of pubt~
ting up a spirited defence and the game would have been more interesting.

"T do not mean this as a criticism of GRAUSTARK's houserules and their appllcatlon
in this game. I mean to point sut to all Gamésmasters that this particular rule is dis-
eriminatory. It places a player in double jeopardy; he loses woth position and the ac-
tual unit, It 1s especially hard on standby players ~ if unordered units were allowed. :
to retreat, a standby player would have a better chance of having a viable pos1t10n to
take over, I urge all Gamesmasters to rethink their position on this rule ." -

Unfortunately, this rule about attacked unordered units being removed is not al-
terable at the discretion pf individual Gamesmasters. It is part of the.rules of Dip-
lomacy themselves, (Copyright Games Research Inc., 501 Harrison Ave., Boston, Masse
02118,) Unless a support is specifically ordered by another, active, player, any at-
tacked unit of an unordered country must be removed. Aside from this rule, suppose it
were allowed to retreat ~ who would determine the dlrectlon of the retreat?
