‘Few can be aware of the sacrifices undergone by the heomefront on account ef the
war., Recently we visited the sleepy town of Bad-Bierschaur fer the traditienal Bier-
fest. The town is rencwned for the Panther-Pils Brauerei, lbcated in the picturesque
castle which deminates the town frem a hill perched abeve the River Nichtzurhein,

Formerly Panther-Pils was gedrunken threughout the area, but wipfh the decline in
the incidence ~f Bubsnic Plague, for which the bier was considered a preventative, it
is to be had solely in the pleasant garden within the walls, _Still the Braumeister,
Bubo (named in hrner ~f the plague), keeps the traditional cartherse, named Parsifal,
and an officlal taster cum teamster, Herr Otto Stammbaum.  Traditienally the taster
consumes twelve liters of bier a day, and in time comes te resemble his pferd, er
steed, (We have it straight frem the horse's mouth that when Bubo submitted samples
of Panther—Pils to the Institute fur Heps, Scétch, and Gedrunken.in Berlin; that af-
ter a considerable lapse of time, the learmed faculiy replied jhat the Braumelster's
horse, Pferd, had diabetes, ) Hewever, no doubt because ef the naked Loreleis dis-
played en Panther-Pils' label, it enjoys some sale in Amerika, where it is saic te
be drunk in preference to the lecal brews, altheugh this is hard te credlt.

In any case, with the coming ef war, Otte Stammbaum, pecause of his iren censti-
tutien and presumed bouyancy was shanghaied into the German Navy while visiting Mun-
ich during the Okteberfest in 1901. He served with distlnctxgn as Engineer zur' See,
until a great white shark ate his legs ene Jay in the Baltic while Ottn bathed. Re-
turning to his native Bad-Bierschauw, Otte cenfined to a wheelchair, was ferced te
give up his positicn.as a taster, It is all very well to jeke about someone's having
a wooden leg, but Otte's confinement -seriously impaired his ability to drink twelve
liters of bier a day. However, Bubo's Woga stisburg-Schlimpentiittlisch 1ngenu1ty came
to the rescue, He fitted Ottol!s ehair with an old keg connected by a tube to Otto.
Alsc, the chair was fitted with a tiller and & small mast and. sail to overcome the
considerable inertia of Otto's sheer -bulk,

One day, however, a lad emplsyed to empty the keg at perlodlc 1ntervals, dropped
it while about to discharge his functions. Well, the keg began to roll at once down
an incline toward the castle gate leading down intoc the town., With a cry ef shock,
Otto hastened tn follow the barrel te which he was still Lastened. Already sweatlng
profusely, he bounced around trying to get his sails set, and cast*8ff the lines, as
it were. The hill begins to get steeper after leaving the castle and so tne barrel
began to rcll quite rapidly, but such was Otto's terror, he bade fair to catch up
with it. Some later saia they would not have thought it p0331ble for Otto to have
moveg mc swiftly, At any rate Otto was able to free himself’ from the fatal cord,
just &s the barrel took off with a bound down the hill, The %arrel fetched up a few
minutes later in the town fountain, from where it was retrieved by an enterprising
Bierschaumer, Espying Otto, with all sail set, for all the werld like a great gal-
leon, bearing down on him at scmething apprcachlng the speed, of light, the man imme-
diately, assuming he had some of Panther-Pils' finest, seized up the keg and made
off. Meanwhile Otto, who By this time had worn the palms eff his hands trying to di-
minish the remorseless course of his vessel, was careening thr-ugh the village, La-
ter it was said that the dunking Otte had received in the tewn fountain acceunted fer
it, since after his experience in the Baltic; Otte was afraid ef all water, Others
remarked that at last he had got some of his ewn back on gravity. But whatever the
reason, Jtto never returned te the brauerei, and gave up drinking all bier., Still
ethers cbserving that Bubo had never brewed better bler than that from the keg in the
feuntain, Parsifal, he donf: say nethint 'cept nicker lowg Nick, nick, nick...
