MARK ZIMMERMANN (16 January): Although John didn't seem to think much of 1974G0, as
Austria I enjoyed it tremendously and am happu to have survived to the end ((which was
reported in #341)). (At several stages along the way, I almost gave up hope.) The game
was marred from the start by frrational play on the part of Brad Smith as Russia, who
dealicyed his position to make a kamikaze attack on Scandinavia, and then dropped out.
The second bad feature was the choice of E. P. Verheiden to take over that abandoned
Russian spot. (Sorry, Eric, I didan't mean it to sound that way.) Eric lives about 100
feet avay from me, and while that wouldn't normally make him hesitate more than a nano-
second before deciding to stab me, the position he inherited for his $5 was so lousy
that he only wanted to get out of the game and into a better one. ((This he managed,
as 1 since gave him a few other stand-by slots.)) This rasulted in a tremendously un-
fair alliance of Austria-Russia against Turkey (Wm., Drakert) - Bill, I apologize.

Otherwise, the game went relatively normally; the moves tell most of the story,
so I won't comment farther, I would like to thank the other players for all their kind
letters - this game involved more correspondence than any other one I've been in.

#30 (10 January): The second draft of the postal World War II rules are published,
ana a game begins to test them.. The British win a narrow victory ’n Frigate's Madras
scenario, and a real slugest develops in a Camperdown game.

 #31 (24 January): The first of r series of articles on SPI's new fantasy war~game
Sorcerer appears. In the Casilinum scenario from SPI's Legion., the Franks complete their
encirclement of the Romans and then begin to discover that the Kataphraktoi are the best
trc ‘psof the entire pre-gunpowder era. And there's alsc verse: Michael Hunt's filksong
“Glovanni Battista Montini'.

#32 (7 February): The second article on Sorcerer tells how to play it postally, and a
game begins to try them out. Also, an article describes the career of the German dread-
nought Goeben, and postal play begins of ar EMPIRE-desipned scenario of postal Dreadnought
which features the duel between the Goeben and the Yekaterina. A repular feature, the
Game Exchange, lists for free the games and gaming 'zines that readers want to buy or sell.

There are some days in which it seems that all the stories in the newspaper have a
common theme. Such a day was 10 February 1976, On thait memorable day, the following news
stories all appeared In the same edition of the New York Post -~ which, granted, is not a.
newspaper to extenuate the errors of the wealthy and influential unless they happen to be
named Dorothy Schiff.

1. The headline ctory told how Patricia Hearst reg:led the courtroom for three hours
with the tale of how her patrician body was outraged and her ncble mind warped by the mem-
bers of the Symbionese Liberation Army. This story, of course, clashes violenﬁk with the
tapes she sent to the media during her 19-menth absence with the SLA, and also with a de-
position that she made after her arrest in hopes of lowering her bail. These apparent
. eontradictions, however, all disappear when the purpose of this trial is understood, The
verdict is already determined - this is as much settled as is the date of the next summer
solatice. Either Patty Hearst is going to be found "Not Guilty" or she will be found
“Guilty" with a sentence that will not be practically different from acquittal - six months
of probation, maybe, or "Sentenced to time served", or a short stay in a posh sanitarium,
all in the key of "Hasn't this poor girl suffered encugh?” This is what will happen, and
everything that she or her lawyer or the judge says at the trial is aimed at making it
seemn plausible,. :

- .2, The other front page story tells how Peter Buech, ?0-year-old son of beer magnate
August A. Busch Jr., shot and killed a friend at the Busch mansion in Missouri. "The wea-~
pon discharged while they were examining it, pslice quotecd young Busch as saying...no
charges have been filed." 1If it were two poor blacks in a Harlem apartment, of course,
someone would do time for manslaughter one at the very least, but the Busch mansion keeps
its secrets,

Nor should the private business of the Busch and Hecarst fumilies be solved in any
other way, There is one law in this country fcr the rich and another for the poor.  Some
may applsud this practice, and some may deplore it, us we may applaud or deplore a rain-
storm accordine to how it affects our own interests, but none can deny it. And no one
should oppose it, either. Anyone who tries to change the fact that Busch and Hearst are
different from Smith and Jones would have to overturn an entire social structure. And we
know what happens to people who try to overturn social structures in this country. - First
they are made laughingstocks by the media. If this doesn't work, their orgsnizations are
infiltrated by government apents, and either made ireffective or persuaded to get violent,
and then locked up, If this doesn't work either, the National Guard is called out. "The
rich are different from us’, you better believe it.

3. The Reverend Billy James Hargis turns out to have cngaged in some highly Irrever-
end activities, It all started in 1974, after he'd married two students at his American
Christian College. On their honeymoon, they confessed to each other that Hargis bad had
both of them, Three other male students also Told All.

Hargis apparently talked his boyfriends into bed by a characteristic appeal to
scripture - in this case to 2 Samuel 1:26, in which David laments for Jonathan: "Very
dear to me you were, your love to me more wonderful than the love of a woman.” (Hargis,
with a wife and four children, had an experimental basis for such comparisons.) Of
course, he was on soild ground with this interpretation. 1 Samuel 20:41 relates the last
parting of David and Jonathan with these words: "They kissed each other and both shed many
tears.” The Jerusalem Bible notes: "Lit., ‘wept copiousiy’ conj. Text uncertain."” The
King James Bible is more explicit: "And they kisased each other, and wept with each other,
until David Exceeded.” Those last two words are in Hebrew "David higdil", which means
""pavid was enlarged'. Yeah.

‘However, Hargis, who is identified with conservative political causes, intends to
continue his ministry. Such works include his book Is the School House the Proper Place
to Teach Raw Sex. It asolid 250,000 copies.

Left unanswered is the question of why the United States of America
will permit a subject ally of the Hetherlands' pliability to get rid of a pro-American
royal couple in favor of an unknown quantity. Prince Bernhard and Queen Juliana are where
they are because the United States of America wants them and can use them where they are.
That's all there is to it.

OHE MONTH LATER

The above news stories, from the nerspective of 11 YMarch 1976, show little change.

The Hearst trial still trudges cn, and will be followed by two more covering Her Lady-
ship's alleged activities in Los Angeles and Sacramento. William Cahn's jury split 11-1
against him and the case will be re-tried. The Burtons are separated again, ho hum,
There has been utterly no follow-up whatever on the Nixon and Hargis stories. The House
of Orange 1s still solidly affixed to the Dutch throne. Whittaker Chambers is still en~-
shrined in a niche in the chapels of American conservatism. Warren Andetsonm has aban-—
doned the marijuana issue and gone back to his life's great work - the destruction of New
York City.-

0ddly enough, a week ago a manslauphter indictment was brought in against Peter
susch. Such things happen when prosecutors are afflicted with eesire for higher office,
or ‘Dewey's Syndrome’’ as it is known professionally. Such prosecutors think that there
is a rising tide of public revulsion against wealth, and that they can score points by
catering te it. They then try to solicit campalgn contributions from the relatives,
friends, and business assoclates of the people they're trying to put in jail, and find to
there surprise that none of them are interested. This is followed by a sudden vanishment
from public life.

Muech literature, frem Shakespearean plays down to the romantic nnvel which gave this
fzine a name (and its hundreds of imitaters) have dealt with a disputed succession to a
throne, In the absence of the right ful king, the public mind is shown as dispiriced,
cenfused, resentful, or rebellious.

Citizeng ~f elective states may find this a bit difficult to understand. But we
tco have a liking for stability and continuity in public affairs - and we have our own
notiens of 'legitimacy!. There is a certain process whlch legitimizea a ruler in the
public mind, and if it did not take place, everynone is uneagy., Thia is true whether
the process is called 'hereditary monarchy!, 'constitutienal legitimacr!, rr 'the man-
date of heaven'.

The usually sarcastic Russell Baker recently wrerte a serinus article on this topile
in the New York Times Magazine of 15 February 1976. The article attempts to assess the
putlic mood from the vantage-point of Washington, Baker cemes to this conclusion:

“I saw a Congress that no longer trusted Kissinger making it clear they didn't
trugt him, I saw a President with no mandate to gnvern being treated ldke a President
with no mandate to govern.

"But the imperial Presidency remains intact. Crngress has passed no significant

law to dismantle any 5f the powers built into the Presidency under Roosevelt, Truman,
Eisenhower, Kenredy, Joaneon and Nixon. Press and television still focus most of their
light cn the White House and ignore Congress. And, most importantly, all thought and
discussion centers n the mrnumental question of who the next Piesident, the genuine,
elected President, will be.

"After so much devastation, one thinks, something basie should have changed, and
yet very little has., Although Watergate haw ruined men, the apparatus of the Super—
presidency...is still there, and public expeclations of the office still seem to make
Americans hunger for an ideal man to fill it...Most persons I talk to this year still
seem to be dreaming of the perfect President, that amalgam of Washington, Jaffasrson,
Linc~ln end Ronsevelt who will one day appear out of the tube to save us."

And this is why I stand by my presidction of GRAUSTARK #341, that the present poli-
tical process is beung orchestrated to place Senator Jackson in the White House by an
enormous popular landslide, and with large Demecratic majorities in Congress. I also
stand by my belief that Vietnam and Watergate were not detours and ancmalies from the
way the United States is operated, but that the present aspate ~f hrsast-beating is.
With a President who has 'legitimacy' in the sense of Baker's words, the United States
of America and 1ts empire will get back to husiness as usual,.

Acecording to the New York Post of 24 February 1976, Jesus Christ went
en trial in Hartford, Cemnecticut, on charges of attempted mobbery, carrying a weaprn
in a ear, and assavlting a policeman. The defendant, who also uses the name "George
Dstacw’, gave his name as Jewus vhrist when he was arrested "o conceal his arrest frem
neighbors and friends". New a mean ol' Judge says that since Christ/Detson used this
aliag for more than three days after his arrest, he must go te trial using it,

The United States of imerica geems to be re-nrganizing its Fmpire nn a "straw-brss"
gystem, That 1ls, one power of the second o1 third rank is going to get US recngnition
and assistance in munaging its region of the world in the interests of the Empire. In
the Far East, f~r example, China ig playing this rle, and has since President Nixon's
first visit there. This, in fact, may be the reason why.the United States no longer
has combat forces in Vietnam. Why fight to conguer a country when yov can hire somecne
locally to run if for you?

Brazil is the South American straw boss., This was confirmed recenuly when Prime
Minlster Kissinger signed an agreement in Brasillz, recognizing Brazil "as a world pnwer
and the clesest Latin American 211y of the United States." /{New York Post, 20 February
1976) Crnfirmation, if you need it, comes from various South American exiles and mal-
contents who claim that their country'!s police are going to Brazil to be trained in the
use cf torture. .

Israel is, of course, the Middle Easiuern straw bogs. Egypt serves in the back-up
role, since the region's demography requires an arab in this rele as well. Ever since
President Nasser's sudden death, President Sadat has moved Egypt closer and closer tn
the service of USint erests in the Arab world.

In ncrthwest Africa, Momocco is our Empire!s straw-boss, as the recent Saharan eri-
gis has shown., The United States has just 'sold' 24 F-5E's to King Hassan II to help him
fill'this rele. (New York Times, 22 February 1976) In a recent skirmish the Moroccan
army amashed an Algerian attempt to horn in on the future of the western Sahara's phos-
phate depcesits. And, if Portugal or Spain should attempt to lsave the American Empire,
Morocso will serve as a convenlent base to bring them back into line,

In Black Africa, Zaire is suaping up as our Empire's straw-bnsa. After Nigeria
(which is riven with ethnic squabbies) and Ethiopia (where a military diccatorship has
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a precarious grip on a famiue-stricken nation), Zaire is the most populous nation of
Black Africa. It borders on nine other African nations - a record for the continent -
and can conveniently serve as beth a military and an industrial base. If the Canmunists
sheuld be so focihardy as to take full power in Angola, they can easily find tremselves
squeezed between Zaire and South Africa,

On 22-~25 January 1976 the military bands of the Rcyal Marines and the Black Watch
gave performauces at hadison Square Garden in honor of the Bicentennial, ("Their pre-
-teaa joint public engagement in North America was fighting for King George III." — New
York Pimeg, 12 Janmary 1976) AL Nofi comments "First Hirohito, now these guys. In
2148 will Tarael invite the German Army?"

Actnually, this is being o bit unfair, There are few better people against whom to
run a war than the British -~ if, of course, your skin happens to be white. I once kmew
a veteran of the Kaiser'!'s army who complained about the treatment he gnt from the Brit-
ish after they took Lim prisoner in 1917, When pressed for details, he said that in the
British POW camp eoffee has been unobtainable -~ so instead, he had to drink tea!l

Besides, Lloyd de Mause of the Institute for Psychohistory has already explained
why the American Revolution was fought, In a talk he gave at a AAAS meeting in Boston,
he said that colonial mothers "were the most advanced in the world, abandoning the phy-
sical cruelty still common in Purope for a newer method ef childrearing that mixed to—
tal psychological control with loving", Nowadays, ~f course, this sort of thing is
called 'permissiveness!, and is often recognized as a cause of revolutionary longings

in children thus raised. "The Revo’ution thus became a massive 'regression-rebirth
fantasy!, de Mause said," (New York Post, 26 Fetruary 1976) '

CONSTANTINOPLE (People!s Press): The headquarters of the IIRA {(International Irish
Republican Army), the paramilitary group holding power in the Trans-Euxian Sncialist Re-
public (formerly the Ottoman Bmpire}, announced teday its plan for a werld-wide peaca
based on a coalition cf "the four Christian Powers". This latter term is evidently bkased
sn the expected eliminatirn of Protestant England in the near future, and the growing use
by the TBSR of mobilized scuthern Slavs for troeps - an interpretation given credence by
the repeated references to the British as "heretics" by the head of the IIRA, one Captain
Sulieman O'Hara, ' '

"The TESR has reached its natural and pre-crdained limits," he said, "We desire
only a swift end to the war, se that we,may proceed with the Inquisition."

When repsrters expressed surprise at this latter aspect, O'Hara replied, "Nobody
expects the Inquisition.”
