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APATHY AND SAFETY

By the time most GRAUSTARK readers receive this iesue, the carefully scheduled and
orchestrated election of James Earl Carter to the Presidency of the United States of
Amexica will have been accomplished. The election which has brought this to pass will
have been the result of the smallest percentage turn-out of eligible voters aince World
War 1.

- This last aspect of the election has been obvious for several months, There have
been many commentators who claim that a low turn-out is undesirable, and much ink has
been wasted in trying to persuade people that they should "Get out and vote". Ir seems
to be taken for granted that people ought to vote, and that a large participation in the
poltricnl process is desirable.

. This belief flies in the face of the-last 15 years of American history. Thére
have been several incidents in that period when people ocutside the usual political pro-
cess have felt impeiled to speak out and act in public events. These people have given
the United States many protest demonsivations, bombings, lrresponsible prose designer
to promote a lack of confidence in our 1eaders, ‘and a pack of wild-eved fncorrigitilee.
as "“Third Party” candidates: George Wallace, Eugene McCarthy, Eldridge Cleaver, Lester
Maddox, and miscellaneocus Birchers, Marxists, and plain nute.

The last thing that public life in Amertea needs 18 a proliferation of types like
these. The media have acted with cowmmendable responsibility {n relegating thone kx:. .
ists to the lunatic fringe, portraying them as laughingstocks, as dangers, or both.:
the McCarthys and Wallaces are allowed to be parts of the Amgrioan political dialog,
anything could happen. '

" The narrowing of the gap between Democratic and Republican candidates has been of
great help to the national stability. No longer are we faced with drastic changes of
direction in national policy as a result of one election. The steady expansion of
America's iwmperial role in the world cannot be made the plaything of politics. -

. .America's domestic tranquility has benefited from the decline of voting letels.
Over the past 15 years, many people have got discouraged and opted out of the political
process. These have been, by and large, precisely the people who ought to get out of
the political process: the adherents of Pacifism, Soclglism, Liberalism, Anarchism, and
racial segregation. Without them, we can be sure that the even tenor of American 1ife
at home, and of American conquest abroad, will be uninterrupted.

The two rplinter group candidates, MhCarthy and Maddox, bedr a peculiar resemblance
to each other, Maddox would have America turn inward upon itself and begin the long,
bitter, bloody, destructive struggle that would be required to turn blacks back to the
atatus they had 50 years ago. McCarthy would have Amerfica abandon its globe-girdling
Empire, turn away from its imperial wission to bring the entire human species under its
abs¥lute dominion, and look inward to concentrate instead upon various social welfare
issves which he is promoting. This would reduce America to -the status of has-beens like
Britain and Sweden, or never-will-bes like Canada and Russia. The entire history of
the United States of America in the past 30 years is a history of our march towards ul-
timate Empire, and no one will be allowed to .stend in its way. - v

1f the msnagement of next Tuesday's election had decided to-elect Gerald Ford ra-~
ther than James Carter, this goal would not have been materially affected., However, the
wisdom of the Carter choice 1s apparent: this "New Face" ia better public relations.

Some people geem to think that the majority of the electorate is only temporarily
turned off, and will rouse itgelf for a sufficiently new and different candidate or pro-
gram. However, the genius of the American political system is that no such new program
is going to be allowed to develop. Any person or group who attempts to try it will soon

wish that he, she, or they had not. Thousands have been turned off, in this fashion, by
the assassination of a favored leader, or by theiy obvious 1nab111ty to exert auy. effect
on the political process,

Apathy is very useful to these 'turned—off' types. 1f they had not sunk into apa-'
thy, they would very likely be dead today, or.in jail or exile. This recently ‘was '
brought home to ome of the political figures of the turbulent '60's, Eldridge Cleaver,
who recently cane home from a T—year exile. According to the New York Post of 28 Sep-

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APATHY AND SAFETY

By the time most GRAUSTARK readers receive this isgsue, the carefully scheduled and
orchestrated election of James Earl Carter to the Presidency of the United States of
America will have been accomplished. The election which has brought this to pass will
have been the result of the smallest percentage turn-out of eligible voters since World
War- 1.

This last aspect of the election has been obvious for several montha, There have
been many commentsators who claim that a low turn-out is undesirable, and much ink has
been wasted in trying to persuade people that they should "Get out and wote". "It seems
to be taken for granted that people ought to vote, and that a large participation in the
polirical process is desirable.

. This belief flies in the face of the-last 15 years of American history. There
have been severagl incidents in that period whén people outside the usual political pro-~
cess have felt impeiled to speak out and act in public events. These people have given
the United States many protest demonstrations, bombings, irresponsible prose designe-
to. promote a lack of confidence in cur leaders, and a pack of wild-eyed i#ncorrigitlee.
as "Third Party" candidates: George Wallace, Eugene MeCarthy, Eldridge Cleaver, Lester
Maddox, and miscellaneous Birchers, Marxists, and plain nuts.

The last thing that public life in America needs is a proliferation of types like

these. The media have acted with commendable responsibility ir relegating these vxt; -
ists to the lunatic fringe, portraying them as laughingstocks, as dangers, or both,
the McCarthys and Wallaces are allowed to be parts of the American political dialog,
anything could happen.
" The narrowing of the gap between Democratic and Republican candidates has been of
great help to the national stability. No longer are we faced with drastic changes of
direction in national policy as a result of one election. The steady expansion of
America's imperial role in the world cannot be made the plaything of politics, -

. America's domestic tranquility has benefited from the decline of voting le:els.
Over the past 15 years, many people have got discouraged and opted out of the political
process. These have been, by and large, precisely the people who ought to get cut of
the political process: the adherents of Pacifism, Soclaligm, Liberalism, Anarchism, and
raclal segregation. Without them, we can be sure that the even tenor of American life
at home, and of American conquest abroad, will be uninterrupted.

The two rplinter group candidates, MbCarthy and Maddox, bear a peculiar resemblance
to @ach other. Maddox would have America turn inward uponr itself and begin the long,
bitter, bloody, destructive struggle that would be required to turm blacks back to the,

- status they had 50 years ago. !McCarthy would have America abandon its globe~girdling
Empire, turn away from its imperial mlssion to bring the entire human species under its
absflute dominion, and look inward to concentrate instead upon various social welfare
issues which he is promoting. This would reduce America to the status of has-beens like
Britain and Sweden, or never-will-bes like Canada .and Russia. The entire history of

the United States of America in the past 30 years is a history of our march towards ul—
timate Empire, and no one will be allowed to stand in its way. B o

If the management of next Tuesday's election had decided to- elect Gerald Ford ra- -
ther than James Carter, this goal would not have been materlally affected. However, the .
wisdom of the Carter choice 1s apparent: this 'New Face' is better public relations,

Some people seem to think that the majority of the electorate is only temporarily
turned off, and will rouse itself for g sufficlently new and different candidate or pro-
gram. However, the genius of the American political system is that no such new program
" is going to be allowed to develop. Any person or group who attempts to try it will soon
wish that he, she, or they had not. Thousands have been turned off, in this fasnion, by
the asesassination of a favored leader, or by thelr obvioua inability to exert any. effect
on the political process. .

Apathy 1s very useful to these 'tuxned—off' types. 1f they had-not,sunk into apa—
thy, they would very likely be dead today, or.in Jail or exile, This recently was =
brought home to one of the political figures of the turbulent '60's, Eldridge Cleaver,
_'who recently came hame from a 7~year exile, - Accotding to the New York Post of 28 Sep-
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tember 1976, he made "the discovery that several of his closest friends had’ already been
buried, the victims of drug abuse. And some of those who were left night just as well
have been buried. Drugs had 'replaced politics for a whole generation of black youths'"
. This story could be repeatea all over the country, for whites as well as blacks.

The people who were out parading in the streets, or claiming that they knew better than
the President what America ought to do abroad, are now involved in religion, or drugs,
or their own careers, The New York Times of 17 October 1976 had a story datelined off -
all places, Kent, Ohio, on student’ apathy towards politics. Considering what happened '
to thegse students' older brothers and sisters &t Kent and other places, this apathy
shows very good sense. “Today there is...little faith in the effectiveness of any kind

‘of action...There are no heroes on the campus today. In scores of interviews, when the

question was put to them, no student proposed the name of an individual who combined
those traits worthy of universal respect and emulation." Among the traditional things
returning to the American campus are. fraternities, ROTC, beer busts, cosmetics, and bet-
ter .clothes, This is not the stuff out of which "martyrs" are made.

Nor will a small turn-out destroy the *'lepitimacy" of President Carter's vietory,
as some people fear and others hope. If only 40% of the eligible electorate votes, a

‘majority of that 407 is just as good a mandate as the 1andslides received by Roosevelt,
' Eisenhower, or Johnson.

1t seems fairly obvious that, as soon ‘as the Carter Administration This is

McCarthy also observed Carter's strong, unflinching support for the # 751
American war effort in Vietnam, including that as Governor of Georgia he &
proclaimed a day to honor Lieut, William L. Calley. Governor Carter also gave his firm
support to the suppression of the Pacifist demonstration at Kernt State University.

A twitch named Anthony Lewis, who infests the New York Times "Op-Ed" page, gave out
with the same sentiments on 14 October 1976 in that location, Of Carter's resemblance
to President Kennedy, he says, "The talk of new American leadership in the world, in-
spirdng to so many when first heard in 1960, ended in the ({isastrous arrogance of Viet~
nam and Camtgdia." This sort of thing got the Times on President Nixon's Enemy List,
and it could get it on President Carter's, too.

But there'll be no demonstrations and turmoil against the next war., Rrimarily, ' .
the public now realizes the futility of this sort of thing. Furtheymore, the governmant
has determined from the "Vietnam Era" what the matter is. For one thing, public opinion
was not sufficiently mobilized in favor of war. TFor apother, dissent was tolerated too
much.  Ambassador Grahap Martin put it this way in Januupy, in a recently released
speech: "He blamed the collapse of South Vietnam," the New York Baily News of 10 Ocyotbor
1976 reported, "on 'one of the best propaganda and pressure oxrganlizations the world has
ever seen' which he said included 'the pilgrimages of Americans to Hanoi and to the
North Vietnamese Embassy in Paris' and 'the mounting crescendo of organized campaigns of
distortion in the United Statee'“..
