' In 1968 I was very much surprised to see Counsin Marion's name on an advertisement
‘supporting the American war .effort in Vietnam. She has never been a political person,
‘and 1f she were I might, have guspected her to carry her tender«heaxLedness into the poli-
tical sphere by opposing war. (This is an error which many people mnake, being unable to
percelve the vast difference betveen personal relationships and the facts of high poli-
cy.)
