with ancther age? Frankly this’'reviewer doubts his survivability. = Aside from not
having the knewledge necessary to invent very much, he would glmosticertainly net
have the histrrical knowledge necessary to enable him to cash in on éevents in ad-
vance; -even seasoned histerians are hard-pressed tn follow less-than—earthshaking-
.. revents, -the sort that occur and seem everwhelmingly impertant an a ‘daily basis.
This reviewer knows nf tnly one wcrk which apprraches what might be termed a realis-
~tic assessment ef the chances of an ordinary Twentieth Century man 1n another age:
Pawn of Time by Rnbin Cgrson (Henyy Holt, New Yerk: 1957). ,

Pawn »f Time is. a. difficult novel tn classify. It is not sclence fictien or
fantasy, though its premise is the transfer of a man frrm New Yerk in 1955 tn Ven-:
ice in 1521. The troubie with calling it a science fictional or fantasy piece is
that, once in Venice, the herc - and he is cne ~ Heitman Urban ef Beekman Place,

New ¥nrk proceeds t» lead a perfectly ordinary Sixteenth Century life, involving
wars, plunder, rape, murder, abduction, the galleys, and even a teuch of the In- -
quisition. ALl of this is done againsc the background of-Urban's extrarrdinary ori-
gins. .- But even that does not cverwhelm the boek. Carson has managed to write an
interesting, fast-moving, convincing and realistic werk. Which happens tr bely the
labels.

Urban, a falrly Ordlnary'mlddle class New Yﬁrker, is ill~prepared- for his voyh

E age in time. Aside frmm a splendid physlque and some reading in Renaissance his-
tory,. he has no particular advantages. "To be sure, the process by which he arrives
in the past = a process which, is. nrt discussed but 1s 'parancrmal' = alsn gives him
a full purse and a set of stylish threads, -But that's it. Urban is going to have
£o. fend fer himself, based wn-his strength and his knowledge. -But, of course, he is
an untrained fighter and has a faulty memory. He kncws, for example, that Rome was
sacked sometime during the 1520s. But he decesn't know when or by whom. And even
when he himself takes part in the sack, in 1527, many ¢of the details escape him un-
tll they actually happen, although he has read them all in Cellini's Autobiography
(which isn't a bad yarn either). Nevertheless, Urban manages tc survive and pros-
per through a reasonable series of coineidences which tie him in with an interest-
ing group of people, none of whom are histerical.

On hls appearance in Venice.he takes a grand tour, during which he rescues a
Spanish nobleman, D. Manuel Ordenez, from a gang ef cubtthroats. This puts him in
contact with Ordonez! friend D. Pilon Vas squez, and thelr patron the wealthy . .expat-
rigte Spanish marranc (i, ees ex~Jew) D. Isidore de Bahamonte Mendoza y de Beltran.
“n the process he promctes himself to the nebility as Senor Don Jaiman Urban de
Bigu-mgn, and:invents an amusing, oghrageous personal history to explain his pri-
gins. ‘Briefly, his mom was shipwrecked in the indies a year or twe befcre Colum—
bus and he was born that very day. An acecmplished, saintly woman, she educated
him even unws Itglian, and Latin, and the ase ¢f forks. As a result of a storm he
is set adrift ~u. a huge tree and meets a shiPesry) The Spaniards take him under
their protecticn, teaching him swordplay, for which he shows a special talent,

Then the fun beglns.

An evening'!s entertainment qt a convent 'saddles' Urban with the Lady Bianca’'
Borgia ~ that child of Luerezia alleged to have been alsc that nf -Cesare, With her
and his Spanish friends he joins an abcrtive attempt tn sack Rome in 1522, barely
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rem abering that he's got his dates wrong in time to save their skins. But mightier
forces than Urban are at work. His abduction of Blana has brought him to the notice
of Fray Segunde Ortim, a pclitically well connected Dominican with strong paternal
reg-rd for Blanca, and fears that she might be used in g political game. .Segundo,
by chance, is from dineteenth Centiry Sweden! Inevitably the headstrong Urban and
the wily priest clash, to Urban's discomfort. There follow some time in the galleys,
a snipuredk, Urban's rather passicnate and deadly progress through Italy until he
rejcins his Spanish buddies, and war upon war, as the first blows of the religious
wars which would domingte Europe for a century and more begin to be traded. In be-
twezn, Urban goes to Spain as a favor tc Don Isldgre, who wishes to arranse for a
nigce of his to be lut cut of the country -~ gettlng a former Jew out of Spain in the
15205 must have been like getting cne out of Russia today. As things turn out Urban
marrier her, and her considerable fortune. In this little adwnture Fray Segundo
play® a major part. Typically, Urban prefers ancther girl, who's a lot prettier

Sc what have we got? Basically it‘s a hell ~f an adventure yarn. Except
thy> nearly everycne Yn center stage is fictional the story is as real and as accu-
rato as anything by Sabatini or Shellabarger done in the same pericd. Urban is par-
tlLLlar]y well~drawh and his occasicnal emctional crises -~ he has same truly inter-
esing adjustment problems after all - (are realistically handled. Of course the.
whele concept is essentially sclence fictien. But the label has cften been-used to
thinly dlsgulse trash and this is distinctly not trash. As a time travel story
Pavn of Time is qulte superior. Urban's existence is controlled ty bis times and
these times are Si~eenth Century, nct Twentieth., To be cure he has skills, abili-
tic s ahd’ knowledbe beyond those of ordinary Sixteenth Century men, but they are. not
often Useful. To survive he must become spiritially what he already is phy31cally.
a {ixteenth Century man. And that he dres qulte well, -

It is unfortunate that ‘Pawn of Time is'nct more w1dely-kncwn. It is clearly a
°u1°r7)r work’ in ‘sc¢ience’ fiction and hlstorlcal flctlon. “The work. really is an ex-
ravagange in tlmen .
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
