Spring 1961 NMRs will delay a variant. Nuetral orders will be used in
regular dip.

Conditional orders are encouraged.

Two requests are required to separate seasons unless stated otherwise.

Orders should be on separate pieces of paper for each game and should also
be separate from all other correspondence.

Orders should include the game’s number or name, the country, the season,
the date, and the player’s signature. Orders with the latest date or the
highest priority number will take precedence. Where two or more sets of
orders have the highest precedence ambiguities may occur.

Each unit MUST be individually ordered and MUST have the correct 1D. A or F
I will attempt to interpret badly written orders to an extent. But if you
do badly write an order you MUST accept my interpretation of the move.

If you want an order to be truly mis—-written, tell me.

A player may win by meeting the victory criteron or by concession.

Draws and concessions may be proposed by and may include any remaining
country. I will NOT run DIAS games.

An NVR is a vote against yoursel+f.

Grey press except on black press games. You may dateline press from any-
where except for anyvone else’s home centers and the datelines: Vondium,
GM, HJ, Hai!
