"You know, if you weren't so good at being so utterly vile, I'd
have you shot for insubordination," said Kaiser Flapper in a tightly
controlled scream.

"Thank you, Your Margarine,” said Johnstein with a smile.
"What can I do for Your Quintessial Jerkness?”

"Shut up and listen,” snapped the Kaiser. "I want Russians out
of the Baltic and Italians out of Munich by the end of the year.
Can you do it?"

"Of course, Your Stupidness.” And with that, Johnstein left and
the Kaiser resumed his pacing.

Rome to Berlin: I won't say I'm sorry— that would be too hypo-
critical. I saw an opportunity and was convinced it would profit
me. 1 know I'm playing this game like a jerk— I usually don't, but
of course, that's no consolation. Thank you for the encouraging
letters—— I hope we can still keep talking. Who knows how things
may end up?

Rome to Paris: As I said in my letter, I figured that if I could get
an extra fleet, it would make a campaign against you a viable
option for Italy in 1902. Nothing personal. Good luck in defense
against me. With my decision to pursue interests in Germany, you
will be ahle to hold me off that much longer.

Rome to London: Good luck to us against Germany! I hope you
will reconsider. I'm willing to help you take POR, BRE and PAR.
London - Britain Announces Non-Aggression Pact with Russia,
Calls for Military Co—operation in Scandinavia.

In an announcement which stunned the room of reporters,
Ministry of Information spokesman Jeffery Hammond-—Hammond
declared that the Crown and the Czar had reached a monumental
accord regarding the fate of the Norselands.

"Determined eleventh-hour negotiations bore much fruit last
night,” he proclaimed, "as the two major powers in the North
agreed on a peaceful solution to a delicate situation.”

The spokesman explained that the pact resulted from the two
sides' agreement on establishing spheres of influence on the
peninsula.

A report in the British Infrusive News suggests that the
displeasure with Germany was not political at all, but romantic.
The Queen's second son, the Duke of York, had in recent months
been seen in the company of Grifin Uma von Machdingebersten,
Countess of Prussia. Her sudden absence from his side has some
wondering whether a reformulated foreign policy resulted from an
unhappy love affair.

Hammond-Hammond dismissed these rumours. "The non-
aggression pact resulted from, and only from, the hard work and
dedication to peace of England and Russia. But mostly England."
London: London to Rome: "Curb Your Fleets!” Royal Navy's
Mind and Muscle Are Unparalleled.

Assistant Minister of War for Naval Operations Mark Wing—
Davy advised the Italian Diplomat to inform the Italian Consulate
to warn the Italian Navy to mind its p's and q's, referring to Italy's
recent naval build-up.

"The world knows the might of Her Majesty's navy,” Wing—
Davy observed. "ltaly cannot be blind to the treacherous trail she
treads by augmenting her maritime forces.”

He also hinted that naval operations of a different sort may be
at work,

"Just because our ships are not present does not mean we do not
have a naval presence. Just because you cannot see us does not
mean we are not there.” He would not elaborate on this cryptic
message.

London: Hush Falls Over the World. Austrian Power Becomes
Silent.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs unhappily announced this
morning that yet another major power has suddenly broken off
communications with the Crown. Austria has joined her neighbor
and possible ally Turkey in ignoring diplomatic efforts.

David Palmer of the Ministry said, "We hope we can
re—establish dialogue before we are forced to squash the Austrian
'Empire’ like the tiny little bug that it is.”

Russia to Turkey: Let me make sure [ have this right. I'd
hate to lose out on your valuable tutoring. 1) When playing
Turkey, I should tick off everyone, so I have no friends.
2) Ishould attack Russia wholeheartedly, but by '08 still not
be able to take him out. 3) I should build only armies, so
I have no way of countering on the seas. 4) I should blame
everyone because they don't do what I tell them to do. 5) I
should sulk in my corner and claim victory because, after
all, who can win without allies. Do I have it right? Or did
I miss something?

Russia to Germany: [really appreciate your offer to liber-
ate St. Petersburg. But you're full of baloney. Turkey has

absolutely no chance of threatening your northem empire.
Taking my center that I could not defend from the rapacious
English because of the rapacious Turks will not endear you
to my rapacious Russian hordes. Forewarned is forearmed.

Italy to Germany: I hope my attack on Austria doesn't
alarm you unduly. But your encouraging France to move
against me is a bit nerve—wracking to my citizens. You are
the main reason I feel the need to maximize my growth.
Italy to Turkey: Hey, I really like infidels. We can deal.
Look how nice I've been to France after his/her attacks on
me in the early part of the war. I see a common enemy--
Austria! Let's finish this clown off once and for all.
