krown as stalemaies, a ternm Arn dislikes due to iis comnotations, In any event, these itwo
articles are the most thought provoking articles I have seen in a long time,

TACTICAL CONSIDERATIONS IN LOCKED UP POSITIONS

DEFINITION: A Locked Up Position (LUP) is a position in which a country can get, such
that no other country or combination of countries can elimirate hin, but in which the country
with a IUP cannot eliminate all of the other cowntries either,

This definition conforms to what we "intultively” think of as a ILUP, Notice that the
elimination constrainis prevert a country which has, say, all of the supply centers on the
board but one, from having a LUP, which is what we would expect, and want,

What are sone of the properties a LUP has? HMore than one country may have a LUP-~this
follows from the definition: a country which cannot be eliminated has a LUP or one which can-
not clirminate all of the remaining countries, Consider LUP #1 and #2 below, at the end of
this article, I an convinced that it is not possible for three countries to simultaneocusly
have a LUP--verhaps a reader can prove this, BSince it may take only six units to control a
LUP, it is obvious that a country cah win even if another country has a LUP and the winning
country does not,

The easiest aspect of Diplonracy to master is taclical play, yet few good playexrs do
little wore than adegquate; thus, an inexperienced player has a chance to do serious darage
to a ruch more experience player by outwitiing hin tactically, Tactical play can e improved
by reading tactical articles, solving tactical probtlens, and applying sinple zane-theoretic
techniques (e,g. ninirax solutions), KEgpecially valuable is a detailed analysis with the
players of a gane when it ends, It will help 'point out what wenl wrong, why, how, and when,
and porhaps hovw it »isght have been prevented by taking other branches of the gane tree,
Occasicenally a complete gare will be documented, Such a game is 1971CC, a telephone zeme
